The act of October 9, 1940, ch, 788, 54 Stat, 1061, 31 U,S.C.
71la, 237, provides that every claim or demand against the United
States cognizable by the General Accounting Office (with certain
exceptions not applicable here) shall be forever barred unless
puch clalim be raceived in said Office within ten full yoars after
the date the claim first accrued.

Tha record shows that you were dischezged from the Army on
December 10, 1953; therefore, your clainm acérued no later than
that data, As your claim was first raeceived in this Office on
June 22, 1964, wore than ten years after the termination of your
active service, 1t is forever barred under the act of October 9,
1940,

Wnile you state in your correspondence that you had previously
submitted clains to other agencles of the United States Government
before the ten-year period expired, tals action does not aifect the

running of the ten-year period under the ect as a claim mnust be
recolved at the General Accounting Office before that period expires,

Consequently, in the abnence of receipt of a claim in thie
Office before the expiration of ten years fron your discharge on
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December 10, 1953, we must sustain the Transportation and Claims
Division's denial of your clcin for longevity pay. See decision
