Federal Procurement Regulations 5 1-1.901 (1964 ed. circ. 1)
governs the reporting of possible anti-trust violations. We have
held that this section requires that evidence of collusive bidding
in advertised procurements should ba referred to the Attorney
General by the procuring agency. It I.s not within our jurisdiction
to determine what constitutes a violation of a criminal statute,
but within the jurisdiction of the Attorney General and the
Federal courts. Arcon Construction and Engineering Company,
B-185859, March 31, 197b, 76-1 CPD 213.

Accordingly, tae protest Is dismissed.
