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DIGEST:

Complianr.e with contract requ.rementu
is a matter of contract administration
and is not for consideration under GAO
Bi3 Protest Procedures.

* Hiltronics Corporation (Hiltronics) has protested
award of contracts covering the procurement of cord
assemblies to Astrocom Electronics, Inc. (Astrocom),
pursuant to solicitation Nos. 1'A400-78-C-1672 and
DLA400-78-C0-1673 issued by the Defense General Supply
Center, Richmond, Virginia. Hiltronics alleges that
Astrocom has no intention of furnishing cord assemblies
of the type required by the specifications and that
Astrocom will seek a waiver of this requirement so as
to substitute cordage of inferior quality.

Whether a contractor complies with contract
requirements is a matter of contract administration and
is not appropriate for consideration under our Bid Pro-
test Procedures (4 C.F.R. S 20.0 et seq.). Key Security,
Inc., B-190253, November 22, 1977, 77-2 CPfl 392. There-
fore, by letter oi this date we are advising the pro-
curing agency of the allegations.

Accordingly, the protest is-dismissed.
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
