Our jurisdicton to consider protests against the
proposed award of contracts, or the award of contracts,
applies to those Federal Government agencies whose
accounts are subject to adjustment and settlement
by the General Accounting Office under 3' U.S.C. SS 71,
74 (1970).

However, the provisions of 39 U.S.C. S 410(a)
(1970) and 39 I.S.C. S 3604(e);, 2.L. 94421,
September 24,-1976,,20 Stat. 1303, 1206 (amending
39. U.S.C. S 3604 (1970)). exempt the ,Commission from
Federal laws and regulat: (ons applicable to public
contracts, budgets and finds. Moreover, the expendi-
iures of the Commisgion-are from the Postal Service

Accounts involving the use of sudh funds are not
subject to settlement by. this Of f ce. Therefore,
we do not consider bid Protests involving the Com-
mission.
