Protest against procurement policy and
unconnected with any award or proposed
award 1s not for consideration by GAO

under Bid Protest Procedures.

Mercer Products & Manufacturing Co. (Mercer) protests
the wording of a certificate required by the Defense
Industrial Supply Center (DISC), Philadelphia, Pennsylvania,
to be signed by offerors who submit unsolicited quotations
or proposals with accompanying engineering data. This
certificate requires the offeror to certify that the techni-
cal data was legally acquired and that the offeror has full
legal right to use it.

Our Bid Protest Procedures are reserved only for
considering whether an award or proposed award of a contract
complies with statutory, regulatory, or other legal require-
ments; Kollshade Corporation, B-127897, September 21, 1980,
80-2 CPD 164. There 1s no award or proposed award at issue
here, Mercer 1s questioning a DISC procurement policy, not
a current reviewable procurement. Under these circumstances,
we believe the matter is not for consideration on the
merits. General Mills, Inc., B-199359, September 5, 1980,
80-2 CPD 179; Koolshade Corporation, supra.

The protest is dismissed.
