An initial proposal is properly excluded from the 
competitive ranqe where information necessary to 
evaluate the proposal was omitted. 

Federal Home Maintenance (FHM) protests the Air Force's 
refusal to accept its proposal submitted in response to 
request for proposals (RFP) No. FO8650-84-R-0001 for housing 
maintenance. 

We summarily deny the protest. 

FHM claims that it submitted a bid m i c e  with its 
proposal and offered to submit upon written request all 
information necessary for final award. FHM states that the 
Air Force subsequently made no request €or further infor- 
mation. The Air Force rejected the proposal for failure to 
provide the technical/management and cost proposals required 
by the terms of the RFP. FHM does not contend either that 
the RFP did not reauire technical/manaqement and cost 
proposals or that it did, in fact, submit such proposals. 

An offeror must demonstrate affirmatively the merits of 
its proposal and it runs the risk of proposal rejection if 
it fails to do so clearly. Centurion Films, Inc., R-205570, 
March 25, 1982, 82-1 CPD 285. Even if the deficiencies are 
informational in nature, a proposal may properly be excluded 
from the competitive range on that basis. 
ration, B-208882, March 31, 1983, 83-1 CPD 3 3 5 .

Here, considerinq that FHM does not dispute that it 
failed to submit technical/manaqement and cost proposals as 
required bv the terms of the QPP,  we conclude that the Air 
Force acted properly in rejecting FHM's initial proposal and 
thereby excluclins it from the comDetitive range. 
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We deny t h e  p ro t e s t .  
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
