GAO Announces Appointment of Members to the

Medicare Payment Advisory Commission

Comptroller General David M. Walker has appointed six new members to the Medicare
Payment Advisory Commission (MedPAC).  MedPAC, pursuant to the Balanced Budget
Act of 1997 (Public Law 105-33), replaced the Physician Payment Review Commission
and the Prospective Payment Assessment Commission.  The official announcement will
be published in the Federal Register.

The newly appointed members are Pete DeBusk, chairman, DeRoyal Industries; Glenn

M. Hackbarth, J.D., consultant, The Bard Group; Alan R. Nelson, M.D., consultant,
American College of Physicians-American Society of Internal Medicine; Robert D.

Reischauer, Ph.D., president, The Urban Institute; David A. Smith, director, Public
Policy Department, American Federation of Labor-Congress of Industrial Organizations;
and Ray E. Stowers, D.O., director of rural health, Department of Family Medicine,
Oklahoma State University College of Osteopathic Medicine, and family practitioner,
Medford, OK.

Commissioners whose terms will expire in April 2001 are Spencer Johnson, president,
Michigan Health & Hospital Association; Woodrow A. Myers Jr., M.D., director of
health care management for the Ford Motor Company; Joseph P. Newhouse, Ph.D.,
vice chair and professor of health policy and management at Harvard University; Alice

Rosenblatt, F.S.A., M.A.A.A., senior vice president of merger and acquisition planning
at Wellpoint Health Networks; John W. Rowe, M.D., president of the Mount Sinai
School of Medicine and president and chief executive officer of Mount Sinai-NYU
Medical Center and Health System; and Gail R. Wilensky, Ph.D., chair and senior
fellow at Project HOPE Center for Health Affairs.

Commissioners whose terms will expire in April 2002 are Beatrice S. Braun, M.D.,
member, American Association of Retired Persons Board of Directors; Floyd D. Loop,

M.D., chief executive officer and chairman, board of governors, The Cleveland Clinic
Foundation; Janet Newport, corporate vice president of regulatory affairs, PacifiCare
Health Systems, Inc.; Carol Raphael, president and chief executive officer, Visiting
Nurse Service of New York; and Mary K. Wakefield, Ph.D., professor and director,
Center for Health Policy and Ethics, George Mason University.

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Pete DeBusk is chairman and founder of DeRoyal Industries, which manufactures
medical and surgical supplies.  Mr. DeBusk formed his first company in 1970 and
DeRoyal Industries in 1976.  A member of several community organizations, Mr. DeBusk
is also the chairman of the board of trustees of Lincoln Memorial University, on the
executive advisory board of the Virginia Coalfield Economic Development Authority, and
on the Dean’s Council of the Vanderbilt School of Law.  Mr. DeBusk received his B.S.
degree from Lincoln Memorial University in Tennessee and attended graduate school at
the University of Georgia.

Glenn M. Hackbarth, J.D. is a consultant with The Bard Group.  Until July 1998, Mr.
Hackbarth was the president and chief executive officer of Harvard Vanguard Medical
Associates, a clinician-governed, multispecialty group practice.  Mr. Hackbarth held
various leadership positions with Harvard Pilgrim Health Care and Harvard Community
Health Plan from 1988 to 1997.  He served as the deputy administrator of the Health Care
Financing Administration, U.S. Department of Health and Human Services (HHS) from
1986 to 1988 and was also an attorney advisor to HHS’ Assistant Secretary for Planning
and Evaluation from 1981 to 1984.  Mr. Hackbarth received his J.D. and M.A. degrees
from Duke University and a B.A. from Pennsylvania State University.

Alan R. Nelson, M.D. is special advisor to the office of the executive vice president of
the American College of Physicians-American Society of Internal Medicine (ACP-ASIM).
Dr. Nelson was in the private practice of internal medicine and endocrinology in Salt
Lake City for 27 years before becoming ASIM’s executive vice president in 1992.
Following the ACP and ASIM merger in 1998, he became associate executive vice
president heading the Washington D.C. office.  Dr. Nelson also has served on several
boards and commissions including the first national Professional Standards Review
Organization Council, the Joint Commission on Accreditation of Health Care
Organizations, the National Advisory Board on Correctional Health Care, the National
Commission on Vaccine Injury Compensation, the Health Care Quality Alliance, and the
Institute of Medicine.  He was a member of the American Medical Association’s board of
trustees from 1980 to 1988, and was their president from 1989 to 1990.  Dr. Nelson
received his M.D. degree from Northwestern University.  He completed an internship and
residency at Highland-Alameda County Hospital in Oakland, and a fellowship at the
Department of Endocrinology and Metabolism at the University of Utah in Salt Lake City.

Robert D. Reischauer, Ph.D. is president of The Urban Institute.  Previously, he was a
senior fellow with the Brookings Institution and from 1989 to 1995 was the director of
the Congressional Budget Office.  Dr. Reischauer currently serves on the boards of the
Academy of Political Science, the Center on Budget and Policy Priorities, and the
Committee for a Responsible Federal Budget.  He also serves on the editorial board of
Health Affairs, chairs the National Academy of Social Insurance’s project on
Restructuring Medicare for the Long-Term, and is a member of the Institute of Medicine.
Dr. Reischauer received his A.B. degree from Harvard College and his M.I.A. and Ph.D.
from Columbia University.
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David A. Smith is director of the Public Policy Department, American Federation of
Labor-Congress of Industrial Organizations (AFL-CIO).  Before joining the AFL-CIO, Mr.
Smith served as deputy budget director and as commissioner of economic development
for the City of New York.  Mr. Smith was an aide to Senator Edward M. Kennedy and a
senior economist for the Senate’s Joint Economic Committee. He taught at the University
of Massachusetts at Boston and the New School for Social Research.  Mr. Smith is a
member of the board of directors of the National Bureau of Economic Research, a senior
fellow at the Century Foundation, and a member of the Department of the Treasury’s
Advisory Committee on International Monetary Fund policy.  Mr. Smith received his
undergraduate degree from Tufts University and his M. Ed. from Harvard University.

Ray E. Stowers, D.O. is the director of rural health in the Department of Family
Medicine at Oklahoma State University College of Osteopathic Medicine and is in private
practice at Family Medicine Clinics, Inc. in Medford, Oklahoma.  He is a member of the
National Rural Health Association.  Dr. Stowers was the president of the American
Osteopathic Association and has served that organization in many capacities including
several related to physician coding and reimbursement issues.  He has been on the
Physician Payment Review Commission and was a member of the American Medical
Association’s Relative Value Update Committee.  Dr. Stowers received his B.S. and B.A.
degrees from Phillips University in Oklahoma and his D.O. from the University of Health
Sciences College of Osteopathic Medicine in Kansas.

Analysis of Proposed Consent Order To
Aid Public Comment

The Federal Trade Commission has
accepted, subject to final approval, an
agreement to a proposed consent order
from respondent Zim Textile
Corporation.

The proposed consent orders has been
placed on the public record for thirty
(30) days for reception of comments by
interested persons. Comments received
during this period will become part of
the public record. After thirty (30) days,
the Commission will again review the
agreement and the comments received
and will decide whether it should
withdraw from the agreement and take
other appropriate action or make final
the agreement’s proposed order.

This matter concerns practices related
to the manufacture, sale, and
distribution of household textile
products. The Commission’s complaint
charges that respondent violated the
Federal Trade Commission Act, 15
U.S.C. 41 et seq., and the Textile Fiber
Products Identification Act, 15 U.S.C. 70
et seq., by offering for sale and selling
household textile products without
disclosing on a tag or label affixed to
each such product the fiber content, the
manufacturer or dealer identity, and the
country of origin.

Part I of the proposed consent order
prohibits future violations of the Textile
Fiber Products Identification Act and
Commission rules and regulations,
found at 16 CFR part 303, implementing
the requirements of the statute.

Part II of the proposed order requires
the respondent, for three years after the
date of issuance of the order, to
maintain records demonstrating
compliance with the order.

Part III of the proposed order requires
the respondent to distribute copies of
the order to certain company officials
and employees. Part IV of the proposed
order requires the respondent to notify
the Commission of any change in the
corporation that may affect compliance
obligations under the order. Part V of
the proposed order requires the
respondent to file one or more
compliance reports. Part VI of the
proposed order is a provision whereby
the order, absent certain circumstances,
terminates twenty years from the date of
issuance.

The purpose of this analysis is to
facilitate public comment on the
proposed consent order. It is not
intended to constitute an official
interpretation of the agreement and
proposed order or to modify in any way
their terms.
