Why GAO Did This Study

The American Recovery and
Reinvestment Act of 2009
(Recovery Act) has provided about
$6 billion in grants for three
Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) programs that
fund housing or community
development. As of March 31,
2010, HUD’s Capital Fund awarded
nearly $3 billion in grants to 3,134
public housing agencies, the
Community Development Block
Grant-Recovery (CDBG-R)
awarded about $1 billion to 1,167
recipients, and the Tax Credit
Assistance Program (TCAP)
awarded $2.25 billion to 52 state
housing finance agencies.

The act requires recipients to
report specific information on fund
use. Recipients began reporting in
October 2009. This information is
publicly available on Recovery.gov,
the official Recovery Act Web site.

As requested, for these three HUD
programs, the report (1) examines
what information recipients are
required to report as a part of their
descriptions of funded projects,
and (2) assesses the extent to
which descriptions of a
representative sample of 219 grants
in Recovery.gov are transparent in
providing a basic understanding of
grant activities and expected
outcomes. GAO reviewed
requirements for reporting in the
act and Office of Management and
Budget (OMB) and HUD guidance.
Information on the nature and
scope of projects is available in
appendixes to this report.

RECOVERY ACT

Opportunities Exist to Increase the Public’s
Understanding of Recipient Reporting on HUD
Programs

What GAO Found

This report focuses on the extent to which descriptions of grants found on
Recovery.gov foster a basic understanding of funded activities and expected
outcomes. Recovery.gov was designed to track large sums of Recovery Act
funds that are being disbursed to thousands of recipients, while also making
these efforts more transparent to the public than previous efforts have been.
Implementing this system was an extensive undertaking across the federal
government and represents a step forward in federal spending transparency.

The Recovery Act requires recipients to report specific information about
funded projects and activities, including the total amount of Recovery Act
funds received, associated obligations and expenditures, and a detailed list of
the projects and activities funded. For each project or activity, the detailed list
must include its name, description, and completion status. To facilitate
implementation of the Recovery Act, OMB created governmentwide guidance,
including memorandums and a data dictionary. While some OMB guidance
reiterates that recipients list all projects and activities funded, its
implementing instructions advise recipients to summarize. OMB officials have
stated that its broad guidance could not address unique program
characteristics effectively and anticipated that agencies would provide more
specific guidance. HUD issued limited program-specific guidance, which
largely restated the requirements in OMB’s data dictionary. The reporting
guidance generally advised recipients to summarize or use standard, suggested
language. OMB and HUD guidance also did not consistently clarify key terms,
such as “project” or “primary place of performance.” Some grant recipients
followed OMB and HUD guidance, which instructed them to report broad,
summary information rather than information on specific projects and
activities, as specified in the act. Because the reporting guidance provided did
not advise recipients to report details for each project or activity funded or
clarify key terms, recipients may have interpreted the guidance differently and
reported information inconsistently for similar types of programs.

GAO estimated that, for the three selected programs—the Capital Fund,
CDBG-R, and TCAP—22 percent of grant descriptions available for the
reporting quarter ending March 31, 2010, had reasonably clear and specific
information on the attributes GAO evaluated—purpose, scope, location, award
amount, nature, expected outcomes or outputs, and status—for the grant and
for the projects and activities funded through the grant (see table on next
page). Another estimated 55 percent partially met that criteria because the
descriptions had at least some information on the attributes evaluated, but to
some extent this information was missing, nonspecific, or unclear for the
grant, the projects and activities funded through the grant, or both. An
estimated 23 percent of the grant descriptions did not meet the criteria. They
generally lacked information on these attributes or provided information that
was unclear or overly technical for the grant, the projects and activities funded
through the grant, or both. GAO found that HUD’s databases contained
information to improve the descriptions on how funds were used in 85 percent
of the grants we reviewed that partially met or did not meet the criteria.

The limited degree to which grant descriptions met the
criteria on specific projects and activities likely is partly
due to reporting guidance that does not consistently
reflect Recovery Act requirements and does not provide
clear instructions on what constitutes a “project” or how
to identify “primary place of performance.” By not
providing such guidance, HUD is missing an opportunity
to help recipients more clearly describe discrete, funded
work and where it took place.

Additionally, GAO found that many TCAP project
locations appeared to be incorrectly posted on
Recovery.gov. HUD verified that recipients had reported
correct locations. GAO referred the matter to the
Recovery Accountability and Transparency Board,
which is, among other things, responsible for
maintaining the Web site. After conducting its review,
the Board concluded that a file configuration error was
responsible for the incorrect information on project
location. The error, which was not limited to TCAP
projects, affected 20,255 out of the 126,556 reports on its
Web site. According to the Board, it has corrected this
problem, and the location information currently posted
on the Web site should accurately capture what
recipients reported.

Other factors that may have contributed to less
transparency in reporting include the structure of the
information system into which recipients report
(FederalReporting.gov), which is generally not designed
to capture project-level data and which has character
limits on fields that capture narrative information, and
HUD’s data quality reviews, which do not focus on the
helpfulness to the public of information in narrative
descriptions. Without HUD routinely assessing these
narratives, some recipients may continue to submit
descriptions that do not foster a basic understanding of
grant activities and expected outcomes.

HUD’s Web site and other publicly available sources
contain information on projects and activities but GAO
found that grant descriptions do not include references

or links to them. As a result, the public generally cannot
use Recovery.gov as the sole source of detailed
information about projects and activities that the HUD
grants funded. Without HUD encouraging recipients to
incorporate such links in their descriptions, recipients
may miss an opportunity to leverage available
information and share it with the public on
Recovery.gov.

GAO Recommendations to Improve the
Transparency of Descriptions of Grants

The administration faced an extensive undertaking in
simultaneously delivering large sums of Recovery Act
funds to communities while also seeking to provide an
unprecedented level of transparency. Although recipient
reporting under the act represents a step forward in
federal spending transparency, opportunities exist to
advance the transparency goals of the act and
improve the quality of information reported on
Recovery.gov. In prior work, GAO recommended that
OMB further public understanding of how and where
Recovery Act funds are being spent and expected
results. In this report, GAO recommends that the HUD
Secretary, taking into account the desire for increasing
public understanding of how Recovery funds are used
and concerns over the cost of reporting, (1) provide
clarification of OMB FederalReporting.gov guidance so
that it better conveys the Recovery Act requirement for
recipients to report key information for the specific
projects and activities funded, and to define key terms
for each program,; (2) consider options for reviewing the
content of narrative descriptions submitted by recipients
into FederalReporting.gov in a targeted manner to
ensure that recipients have entered clear and complete
information about funded projects and activities; and

(3) encourage recipients to leverage other sources of
information using links to relevant Web sites. In
commenting on a draft of this report, HUD expressed
concerns that GAO employed transparency criteria that
were independent of guidance that federal agencies had
received from OMB and that GAO did not fully recognize
the success of recipient reporting under the Recovery
Act. As discussed in the report, a key objective of GAO’s
work was to determine whether information reported on
Recovery.gov fostered public awareness of the uses of
Recovery Act funds. To do this, GAO assessed the
extent to which descriptions of grants found on
Recovery.gov provided reasonably clear and specific
information on attributes that either were explicitly
stated or inherent in the Recovery Act and OMB
guidance. GAO revised the report to further recognize
the role that HUD played in achieving a high response
rate by recipients within a short period of time. HUD
and the Recovery Board provided technical comments,
which GAO incorporated as appropriate.

Dear Senator McConnell:

In response to the most serious economic crisis since the Great
Depression, the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009
(Recovery Act) was one of the federal government’s key efforts to stimulate
the economy. The goals of the Recovery Act include helping preserve jobs
and promoting economic recovery from the current economic recession,
investing in technology to spur technological advances, and investing in
infrastructure to provide long-term economic benefits.! With the cost of
this response at nearly $800 billion in appropriations and tax provisions,
Congress and the President have called for an unprecedented level of
accountability, efficiency, and transparency.

As Congress finished work on the Recovery Act, the House Appropriations
Committee issued a statement saying, “A historic level of transparency,
oversight, and accountability will help guarantee taxpayer dollars are spent
wisely and Americans can see results for their investment.” Specifically,
Congress included in the act provisions that require recipients of Recovery
Act funding to report quarterly on a number of measures, including a
description of each project or activity and an evaluation of its completion
status.” The act also established a Web site (Recovery.gov) through which
the public can easily access recipient- and agency-reported information on
Recovery Act spending. Users can view information on individual awards
to specific recipients, or summary information, such as the total amount
awarded to states and territories by specific federal agencies. Information
that award recipients report can include the award amount, a description

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of the activities being done, the location where projects or activities are
being conducted, and the expected outcomes of the work.?

In response to your request, the overall objective of our work was to assess
the extent to which the information reported to the public on Recovery.gov
clearly and completely describes the use of funds and expected outcomes.
Specifically, we (1) examined what information grant recipients are
required to report as a part of their descriptions of projects or activities
funded, and (2) assessed the extent to which descriptions of a
representative sample of 219 grants in Recovery.gov are transparent in
providing a basic understanding of award activities and expected
outcomes. In addition, in appendixes to this report, we described the
nature and scope of projects and activities funded by the Recovery Act for
the programs we reviewed. This report, part of GAO’s multiagency review
of the descriptive information in Recovery.gov, focuses on three grant
programs that the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD)
administers: the Public Housing Capital Fund (Capital Fund) Program, the
Community Development Block Grant-Recovery (CDBG-R) Program, and
the Tax Credit Assistance Program (TCAP). Collectively, funding for these
programs accounts for approximately $6 billion of the total $275 billion that
was distributed through contracts, grants, and loans (an additional $288
billion and $224 billion were provided in tax benefits and entitlements,
respectively).* These programs represent three of the largest HUD
programs that received Recovery Act funds.”

Recipients also must report on jobs created or retained as a result of the act on this Web
site. See GAO, Recovery Act: One Year Later, States’ and Localities’ Uses of Funds and
Opportunities to Strengthen Accountability, GAO-10-437 (Washington, D.C.: Mar. 3, 2010)
and Recovery Act: Recipient Reported Jobs Data Provide Some Insight into Use of
Recovery Act Funding, but Data Quality and Reporting Issues Need Attention, GAO-10-
223 (Washington, D.C.: Nov. 19, 2009) for discussions of this topic.

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To identify the information that recipients must report in their descriptions
of the projects and activities funded by the Recovery Act, we reviewed the
reporting requirements contained in the act, guidance on reporting from
the Office of Management and Budget (OMB), supplemental guidance from
HUD, and Recovery.gov reporting instructions. We met with officials from
those agencies and from the Recovery Accountability and Transparency
Board (Recovery Board) to gain an understanding of these requirements.®
We also discussed recipients’ interpretations of this guidance with a
nonstatistical sample of 15 grant recipients (5 for each program reviewed).
These recipients were selected to reflect a range of grant amounts,
geographic locations, and types of funded projects and activities. To assess
the extent to which descriptions of grants clearly describe how funds are
being used and expected outcomes, we developed a transparency
assessment (see appendix I) based on the Recovery Act, OMB guidance,
and professional judgment. Based on these considerations, we assessed
descriptions of grants as transparent if they provided reasonably clear and
specific information on all seven of the attributes we evaluated—purpose,
scope, location, award amount, nature, expected outcomes or outputs, and
status—for the grants and for the funded projects and activities. In making
our assessment, we reviewed 219 prime recipients’ grant descriptions in
Recovery.gov for the three HUD grant programs. The descriptions were
uploaded to Recovery.gov as of April 30, 2010, and covered the reporting
quarter ending March 31, 2010.” Similar to the review we conducted in May
2010, we reviewed key required fields on Recovery.gov that describe the
uses of Recovery Act funds, including project name, award description,
quarterly activities/project description, place of performance, award
amount, and project status (extent to which the project was completed).®
In addition, similar to our July report on these issues, we also reviewed the
description of jobs created field because we identified cases where some
recipients for the programs we reviewed entered information on nature and
expected outcomes in this field.” We also reviewed information entered in
the subrecipient fields for award amount and location because recipients of
CDBG-R and TCAP funds can make subawards to entities carrying out

funded projects or activities. For the three grant programs, we used
different sampling methods to identify the recipients whose Recovery.gov
grant descriptions we selected for review. We selected 86 Capital Fund, 82
CDBG-R, and 51 TCAP recipients. In appendixes II-IV, we present, for the
three programs, the actual Recovery.gov grant descriptions we downloaded
for review. For those descriptions that did not meet the transparency
criteria, we obtained information from HUD and its databases, HUD and
recipient Web sites, or recipients to complete the descriptions. Appendix I
contains a more detailed description of our scope and methodology.

We conducted this performance audit in Arizona, Colorado, Georgia,
Illinois, Iowa, Massachusetts, New York, Ohio, Pennsylvania, Texas, and
Washington, D.C., from February 2010 to September 2010 in accordance
with generally accepted government auditing standards. Those standards
require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain sufficient, appropriate
evidence to provide a reasonable basis for our findings and conclusions
based on our audit objectives. We believe that the evidence obtained
provides a reasonable basis for our findings and conclusions based on our
audit objectives.

Background

Through the Recovery Act, Congress provided funding for housing and
community development through various programs, including three
formula-based, grant programs in HUD: the Capital Fund, CDBG-R and
TCAP. The Capital Fund provides formula-based grant funds directly to
public housing agencies (PHA) to improve the physical condition of their
properties; develop, finance, and modernize public housing developments;
and improve management. The Recovery Act appropriated $3 billion in
formula funds for the Capital Fund to PHAs using the same formula for
amounts made available in fiscal year 2008, and HUD obligated these funds
in March 2009."° According to HUD, a total of 3,134 Capital Fund formula
grants totaling nearly $3 billion were awarded as of March 31, 2010. The
vast majority of PHAs have used the funds to rehabilitate public housing;
other PHAs have used the funds for new construction. Some specific
rehabilitation activities included bathroom and kitchen renovations;
playground construction; emergency structural repairs; abatement of

YHUD was also required to award nearly $1 billion to PHAs based on competition for
priority investments under the Capital Fund program, including investments that leverage
private-sector funding or financing for renovations and energy conservation retrofitting.
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potentially environmentally hazardous materials; and heating, cooling, and
water system upgrades.

The regular Community Development Block Grant program provides
funding to metropolitan cities and urban counties, known as entitlement
communities; insular areas; and to states for distribution to nonentitlement
communities to address a wide range of community development needs,
such as providing decent affordable housing and public services and
creating jobs through the expansion and retention of businesses.'' The
Recovery Act appropriated $1 billion in CDBG funds. Of this amount, $980
million was appropriated to states and local governments to carry out, on
an expedited basis, eligible activities under the CDBG program.'? The grant
program under the Recovery Act is generally designated as CDBG-R.
Recipients were required to identify activities to be assisted with CDBG-R
funds and submit their plans to HUD prior to receiving funding; HUD
approved over 99 percent of these plans by September 30, 2009. According
to HUD, a total of 1,167 CDBG-R grants totaling over $979 million were
awarded as of March 31, 2010. Recipients must expend all of the funds by
September 30, 2012. The types of CDBG-R activities funded varied widely
ranging from infrastructure (such as street improvements) and energy
efficiency upgrades to community center construction and rehabilitation
and funding for commercial entities.

As a part of the Recovery Act, Congress created TCAP in February 2009 to
address the gap in financing for Low-Income Housing Tax Credit (LIHTC)
projects caused by the decline in investor demand and the resulting low
prices for these credits.'”> The Recovery Act appropriated $2.25 billion to
HUD for TCAP. Through a formula-based allocation, HUD then obligated

The CDBG program provides grants to four designated insular areas: American Samoa,
Guam, Northern Mariana Islands and the Virgin Islands.

2CDBG-R grant recipients, like regular CDBG grant recipients, must use funds for activities
that meet one of the following national program objectives: (1) benefit low- and moderate-
income persons, (2) prevent or eliminate slums or blight, or (3) address urgent needs or
imminent threats within the community for which other funding is not available. Of the $1
billion appropriated, $10 million was specified for HUD administrative and technical
assistance purposes, and another $10 million was specified for the Indian CDBG program.

3State HFAs allocate low-income housing tax credits to owners of qualified rental
properties who reserve all or a portion of their units for occupancy by low-income tenants.

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these funds to Housing Finance Agencies (HFA), which were to award the
funds competitively to developers or “project owners” for projects that
received LIHTCs in fiscal years 2007, 2008, or 2009, and were to give
priority to “shovel-ready” projects that were expected to be completed by
February 2012. According to HUD, a total of 52 TCAP grants totaling $2.25
billion were awarded as of March 31, 2010. HFAs used these funds for new
construction, acquisition, and rehabilitation projects.

OMB, the Recovery Board, and federal agencies each play a role in
implementing the Recovery Act, which includes providing guidance or
establishing the structure through which recipients of Recovery Act funds
report information about their use of the funds. According to OMB, it has
responsibility for (1) establishing data quality expectations, (2) establishing
data and technical standards to promote consistency, and (3) coordinating
centralized reviews of data quality. OMB also worked with the Recovery
Board to deploy a nationwide system at FederalReporting.gov for
collecting data submitted by the recipients of funds. The data are made
available to the public on Recovery.gov. In addition to establishing the Web
site and posting the data submitted by recipients, the Recovery Board can
audit and review stimulus spending—for example, it has reviewed all
contract awards—and make recommendations to federal agencies about
preventing fraud, waste, or mismanagement of Recovery Act funds. Federal
agencies assisted OMB and the Recovery Board in the development of the
Recovery.gov Web site, developing guidance on reporting, and assisting
recipients in meeting reporting requirements. In addition, federal agencies
review the reports that recipients submit for significant errors and missing
information.

Implementation of this system was an enormous effort and involved the
tracking of billions of dollars that are being disbursed to thousands of
recipients through a wide range of existing and new programs. This system
was implemented within a short period of time, and the administration
expects that achieving a high degree of transparency will be an iterative
process in which the reporting process and information improve over time
and could potentially be a model for transparency and oversight beyond the
Recovery Act.

The Recovery Act required prime recipients of Recovery Act funds under
the three HUD programs we reviewed to report specific information about
their use of the funds. Recipients were PHAs for the Capital Fund program;
states and entitlement communities for the CDBG-R program; and state
HFAs for TCAP. These recipients could use the funds for one or more

projects or activities. For two of the programs we reviewed—CDBG-R and
TCAP—recipients could fund projects or activities through subrecipients.
Subrecipients are nonfederal entities (such as nonprofit organizations or
developers) that receive funds from prime recipients to support the
implementation of projects or programs for the prime recipient. According
to HUD officials, recipients of Capital Fund grants cannot make subawards.
Prime recipients are responsible for entering data into
FederalReporting.gov and they may delegate certain reporting
responsibilities to subrecipients. Information about subawards and
subrecipients is reported in the subrecipient section of
FederalReporting.gov. HUD has worked with the recipients of its grant
programs to guide them with recipient reporting. According to HUD, the
agency conducted outreach via e-mail and phone, and provided timely
responses during reporting cycles to ensure that grantees received the
information that they needed to report on-time and accurate data. As a
result of these efforts, which were accomplished during a short period of
time, over 99 percent of HUD’s grant recipients reported into
FederalReporting.gov. We discuss FederalReporting.gov, the source for the
data posted on Recovery.gov, in further detail in this report.

HUD was responsible for awarding the grants that we reviewed, and
maintains its own information systems to collect information on how the
grants are used. For both CDBG-R and TCAP programs, HUD collects and
maintains information through its existing administrative database—
Integrated Disbursement and Information System (IDIS). For the Capital
Fund program, HUD collects data on projects and activities funded through
the Recovery Act Management and Performance System (RAMPS).
According to HUD officials, prior to implementation of
FederalReporting.gov, HUD raised concerns with OMB about its approach
for collecting information on projects, and proposed populating the
information needed to satisfy the Recovery Act’s reporting requirements.
OMB opted to collect information directly from recipients of Recovery
funds.

Guidance for reporting on Recovery Act-funded grants was not consistent
and clear on key reporting requirements. The Recovery Act requires that
recipients report specific information about funded projects and activities.
However, OMB’s guidance for all recovery programs provides some unclear
and conflicting direction to agencies. Specifically, OMB’s June 2009
memorandum directs recipients to list specific projects and activities, but
subsequent guidance calls for summary information. HUD relied on OMB’s
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guidance, which called for recipients to report summary information, and
provided limited written guidance to recipients of its programs.
Furthermore, reporting guidance does not consistently clarify how
recipients should define and, therefore, report key concepts, such as
project and primary place of performance. Recipients with whom we met
interpreted the guidance differently. For example, some interpreted
guidance related to reporting the primary place of performance to mean
they should enter their own address (the recipient’s address) as the primary
place of performance. Others interpreted the guidance to mean they should
enter the address of the project where the majority of expenses occurred in
the reporting quarter, or the address of a centrally located project with a
high dollar amount. Without internally consistent guidance that advises
recipients to use specific names of projects or activities funded and
clarifies key terms, recipients are likely to interpret guidance differently for
similar types of funded projects and activities.
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Recovery Act Requires
Recipients to Report
Specific Information about
Funded Projects and
Activities

The Recovery Act requires prime recipients to report the total amount of
Recovery Act funds received, associated obligations and expenditures, and
a detailed list of the projects and activities funded. For each funded project
or activity, the detailed list must include its name, description, and
completion status. In addition, for subawards the act requires prime
recipients to report the data elements required to comply with the Federal
Funding Accountability and Transparency Act of 2006." The information
required under the 2006 act includes the name of the entity receiving the
award, the amount and type of award, and the name of the federal agency
funding the award."

The Recovery Act further requires the development of a Web site
(Recovery.gov) with appropriate links to other government Web sites with
information on covered funds, including federal agency and state Web sites.
OMB has responsibility for developing overall implementing guidance for
federal agencies and recipients of funds, and worked with the Recovery
Board to develop and implement the information system for collecting data
submitted by recipients of funds. The Recovery Board’s goals for this Web
site are to promote accountability by providing the public with a platform
to analyze Recovery Act data; provide a tool for tracking fraud, waste and
abuse; and provide the public with accurate and user-friendly information.
Recipients submit reports into FederalReporting.gov in the month after the
close of a quarter, and by the end of the month, the reports are to be
reviewed by federal agencies for significant errors and missing information
before the Recovery Board posts them on Recovery.gov. According to OMB
officials, they regard achievement of transparency as an ongoing process,
during which reporting and information quality continually should
improve.

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OMB'’s Guidance for All
Recovery Programs
Provides Some Unclear and
Conflicting Direction to
Agencies

The range of guidance that OMB issued for all agencies that administer
Recovery Act-funded programs and recipients of Recovery Act funds was
not consistent in its directions for reporting on projects and activities.
More specifically, in June 2009, OMB issued a memorandum to the heads of
departments and agencies to provide guidance on implementing Recovery
Act reporting requirements.'® According to this memorandum, recipients of
Recovery Act funds must report the total amount of funds received and, of
that, the amount spent on projects and activities. In addition, recipients
must list the funded projects and activities funded by name and describe
them and their completion status. We found that subsequent guidance that
OMB issued for recipients of Recovery Act funds provided information that
was unclear or conflicted with its June 2009 memorandum. For example,
beginning with the reporting period ending September 30, 2009, OMB
issued a Recipient Reporting Data Model (also known as the data
dictionary for Recovery.gov). As shown in table 1, although the
memorandum states that recipients should report descriptions of each
project or activity, the data dictionary directs recipients to describe the
“overall purpose and expected outcomes” of grant awards. Similarly, while
the memorandum states that the amount spent on projects and activities
should be reported, the data dictionary directs recipients to enter the “total
amount of federal dollars on the award.” In addition, for block grants,
which typically fund multiple projects and activities, the data dictionary
states that “the overall purpose and expected outcomes can be stated in
broad terms.”

According to OMB officials, the data dictionary was intended to be general,
baseline guidance for all Recovery Act-funded programs, and not tailored
to specific programs. OMB officials further stated that recipients could
enter information on each project or activity funded in the available fields,
within the character limitations, but OMB chose not to require this level of
reporting due to the potential reporting burden. We recently reported that
requiring information to be reported in single fields on an award-by-award
basis rather than on a project-by-project or activity-by-activity basis may
convey an incomplete impression if multiple projects or activities were
funded.'” OMB agreed with this assessment, but stated that the agency
weighed the level of reporting detail required against the potential

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reporting burden. Moreover, OMB officials stated that while they recognize
the structural limitations of FederalReporting.gov for collecting project-by-
project information, the system is intended to capture as much information
as possible about projects and activities funded in the existing fields for
narrative descriptions. It would not be possible for some recipients to
describe each of the projects or activities funded in the existing fields for
narrative descriptions due to the character limits. For example, the state of
Texas received a CDBG-R grant, and is using it to fund 75 activities. The
Federalreporting.gov field for the award description is limited to 4,000
characters, and the field for the project description is limited to 2,000
characters, which is not likely enough space for the recipient to provide
detailed information about each funded activity. Other grant recipients who
we met with stated that there is not enough space in FederalReporting.gov
to describe each project or activity funded. As discussed later in this report,
there may be opportunities to overcome the potential limitations of
FederalReporting.gov.

Limited Program-Specific
Written Guidance Does Not
Require Information on
Specific Projects or
Activities

HUD provided limited written guidance to recipients for its programs and
relied on OMB’s general guidance, which calls for grant recipients to enter
summary information about the grants. OMB, in consultation with federal
agencies, developed reporting requirements and anticipated that federal
agencies would, as appropriate, issue clarifying guidance to funding
recipients, provided that the program-specific guidance was consistent
with OMB guidance.'®* HUD program officials stated that they did not create
comprehensive recipient reporting guidance for the programs we reviewed
because OMB guidance did not require it and OMB had taken a leadership
role in developing reporting guidance. These officials further stated that
HUD was limited in how much it could facilitate grantee reporting or
provide further guidance. According to OMB, HUD did not submit any
written, program-specific guidance for Recovery Act programs to OMB for
approval. However, HUD did create a specific data dictionary for the
Capital Fund and a “tip sheet” for the TCAP program. In addition, HUD
provided to recipients OMB-developed templates—data entry templates in
Excel—that show the data elements that recipients must report, including

departments and agencies, M-09-21, June 22, 2009. According to OMB, agency guidance
issued prior to March 2010 did not require OMB approval. In March 2010, OMB established a
policy stating that all agency guidance is subject to OMB review prior to public posting.
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HUD-suggested language and examples of descriptions and references to
OMB guidance through pop-up boxes.

The reporting guidance does not provide clear instructions to grant
recipients that they should report the name of each funded project or
activity, as required by the Recovery Act.” For example, in the reporting
template used for the CDBG-R program, a pop-up box appears with
guidance for completing the project name field. The box advises recipients
to enter a brief, descriptive title of the project or activity that was funded in
whole or in part with Recovery Act funds (see fig. 1). However, in
containing guidance that is from OMB's data dictionary, the reporting
template does not clarify that a recipient should report the name of each
project or activity. Further, in the reporting template, the project name field
includes suggested language that may lead recipients to believe that
providing broad descriptions is sufficient and reporting information on
each project or activity is not necessary. We found similar issues with the
templates for the TCAP and Capital Fund programs.

HUD officials stated that they did not emphasize the need for recipients to
report information on each project or activity in FederalReporting.gov
because OMB did not specify this requirement in its data dictionary. In
addition, HUD collects this level of information from recipients through its
own information systems. In our May 2010 report, we identified problems
with the transparency of information reported on Recovery.gov and
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recommended that OMB work with agencies to determine whether
supplemental guidance, such as the guidance described above, encourages
recipients to report descriptions of each project or activity funded, as
intended by the Recovery Act.* OMB agreed with this recommendation,
and is making plans to address it.

Some of the grant recipients we contacted have interpreted OMB reporting
guidance and the templates to call for broad, summary award information,
not project or activity-level information, as required by the Recovery Act.*
Several recipients we contacted stated that they have used OMB’s data
dictionary as their reporting guidance, and some indicated that they have
used the reporting templates. Without clear and consistent guidance on
how recipients should report information on each project and activity
funded, recipients may not provide a consistent level of detail about
specific projects and activities, which also has implications for the
transparency of information reported about use of Recovery Act funds, as
discussed later in this report.

Reporting Guidance Does
Not Clarify Key Terms for
Each Program

Reporting guidance also does not consistently clarify how recipients
should define and, therefore, report key concepts, such as project, primary
place of performance, and subrecipient primary place of performance.
OMB’s data dictionary does not include a definition of “project” or general
guidance to recipients on how the term could be defined. The glossary in
Recovery.gov, however, broadly defines a project as “a specific activity of
an award.” According to OMB, it had anticipated that agencies would
provide supplemental guidance that was more specific to unique program
characteristics and situations that OMB’s one-size-fits-all guidance could
not effectively address. In addition, none of the reporting templates we
reviewed, nor a program-specific data dictionary, provide a definition or
clarification of “project”, although all of the guidance require recipients to
report project names and descriptions.

HUD officials for the Capital Fund and CDBG-R programs both stated that
that “project” could refer to different things. For example, according to
HUD officials for the Capital Fund, a housing development can be referred

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to as a project, and an activity at a specific location or multiple locations
may also be called a project. HUD officials for the CDBG-R program stated
that project can refer to one activity or a collection of activities, and that it
is more appropriate to refer to activities and not projects. Moreover, CDBG-
R officials stated that FederalReporting.gov is intended to capture
information on each CDBG-R award as a whole, and is not intended to
capture information on each project or activity. According to these
officials, the term “project” in Recovery Act reporting refers to the grant as
a whole. Unlike the CDBG-R and Capital Fund programs, TCAP uses
“project” to refer to a housing development where work is being done.

According to OMB officials, HUD could have provided clarifying guidance
to the recipients of its programs on how projects and activities should be
defined and reported. While HUD issued a tip sheet for TCAP recipients
and a data dictionary for the recipients of Capital Funds through the
Recovery Act, HUD officials with responsibility for Recovery Act reporting
have stated that there was no need to issue clarification on how recipients
should define or report projects (or activities) because they are
accustomed to reporting and are familiar with this term. In addition, HUD
officials with responsibility for the programs we reviewed stated that they
did not feel empowered to provide formal, clarifying guidance to recipients
of Recovery Act funds. If HUD had clarified how projects and activities
should be defined and reported according to the Recovery Act, recipients
may have entered more transparent information.

OMB’s data dictionary and the reporting templates also vary in the extent to
which they clarify how recipients should identify a single, primary place of
performance, as well as a subrecipient’s primary place of performance. The
guidance does not address how recipients should identify a grant’s primary
place of performance. However, according to the Capital Fund data
dictionary, recipients should report the address of the development that is
receiving more than 50 percent of a Recovery Act grant. Or, if Recovery Act
funds are being expended at numerous developments but no one
development is receiving more than 50 percent of the funds, the recipient
should use “the address of the community receiving the highest proportion
of funds.” But the guidance does not provide any further clarification; thus,
it not clear whether the recipient is meant to enter the street address of the
development receiving the most funds, the zip code that is receiving the
most funds, or something different. In addition, a tip sheet for TCAP
recipients suggests that the primary place of performance is generally the
address of the prime recipient.
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Similarly, OMB’s data dictionary and the reporting templates do not address
how grant recipients should identify a subrecipient’s primary place of
performance. Recipients of CDBG-R funds can make subawards if they
choose and prime recipients of TCAP funds make subawards to
developers. The guidance indicate that the street address can be entered,
and the city, state, zip code, and country must be entered—but do not
explain how the subrecipient’s primary place of performance should be
identified. However, a tip sheet for TCAP recipients states that the
subrecipient’s place of performance is the address where the LIHTC project
is under development.

OMB guidance, which includes the data dictionary for Recovery.gov and
“Frequently Asked Questions” (FAQ) posted on the Web, also does not
address some of the difficulties of entering location information.” For
example, OMB’s data dictionary states that, at minimum, recipients must
enter a city, state, zip code, congressional district, and country for both the
primary place of performance and each subrecipient’s primary place of
performance (if there is a subrecipient), but does not explain how either
location should be identified. Further, OMB’s FAQ provides clarification for
recipients that are states and directs them to select the (1) municipality
affected by the largest portion of the Recovery Act award, or (2) the state
capital. The FAQ does not provide guidance to recipients that are not
states—such as public housing agencies or city governments—and those
that funded multiple projects or activities. According to OMB officials, the
FAQ was intended to provide examples to recipients regarding how they
could report information; it was not intended to comprehensively cover
every program or situation.

The recipients with whom we met had varying interpretations of how the
primary place of performance should be reported, particularly in cases in
which multiple projects and activities were funded. For example, for the
Capital Fund program

e officials from one public housing authority (PHA) stated that they have
interpreted OMB and HUD guidance to mean that they should enter the
address of the project at which the majority of the expenses occurred in
the reporting quarter;

¢ one PHA reported the location of a project that was in a central location
and had received a high dollar amount;

¢ one PHA reported the address of the housing authority.

Similarly, four of the five CDBG-R recipients, and all five TCAP recipients
with whom we met, interpreted OMB and HUD guidance to mean that they
should enter their own address (the recipient’s address) as the primary
place of performance. One of the largest CDBG-R recipients reported the
address of the city’s housing and preservation office, which received the
majority of the city’s CDBG-R funds to carry out various activities. Without
the clarification of key terms within each program, recipients will likely
interpret guidance differently and report information inconsistently for
similar types of projects and activities, which also has implications for the
transparency of information reported about use of Recovery Act funds, as
discussed later in this report.

We estimate that less than one-quarter of the grant descriptions on
Recovery.gov for the three programs we reviewed were transparent in
providing a basic understanding of funded activities. Based upon the
results of our sample, an estimated 22 percent of the grant descriptions that
recipients submitted for these programs on Recovery.gov were transparent,
55 percent were partially transparent, and 23 percent were not transparent
in providing a basic understanding of funded activities (see table 2). We
found that HUD’s program databases contained sufficient information to
improve the transparency of most of the grant descriptions in Recovery.gov
that were partially or not transparent. To assess transparency for grants as
a whole, we evaluated seven attributes—purpose, scope, location, award
amount, nature, expected outcomes or outputs, and status—for both the
grant, and for the projects and activities funded through the grant. We also
considered the extent to which the information as a whole was clear and
understandable. See appendix I for more information about the
transparency criteria and overall methodology.

For the grant descriptions in our sample that were transparent in providing
a basic understanding of funded activities, these descriptions contained
reasonably clear and specific information on all seven attributes we
evaluated for both the grant and the projects and activities funded through
the grant. For example, the Township of Ewing, New Jersey, provided
information on its use of CDBG-R grant funds that was clear and included
sufficient detail (see table 3). Specifically, the description of the grant notes
that the funds will be used for retrofitting the original boiler of the Ewing
Senior and Community Center (ESCC), with a separate energy-efficient
unit for the senior portion of the facility.

Based upon our sample, we estimate that about half of the grant
descriptions (an estimated 55 percent) partially met the criteria for
transparency.” These descriptions contained at least some information on
the attributes evaluated (purpose, scope, location, etc.) but also exhibited,
to some extent, missing or unclear information for the grant, the projects
and activities funded through the grant, or both. For example, the
information that the Connecticut Housing Finance Authority reported was
clear and included sufficient detail at the grant level except for the
information on scope; and also did not clearly provide the scope, location,
or cost of each project within the grant. Specifically, the description
reported that the grant would be used for housing development;
construction and management; and was intended to develop affordable
housing. However, the description did not clearly indicate the number of

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affordable housing units that would be addressed by the grant or by each
project. In addition the description did not provide information on the
projects’ location or cost (see table 4).

An estimated 23 percent of the grant descriptions were not transparent in
providing a basic understanding of funded activities.? These descriptions
generally lacked information on the attributes evaluated, such as nature
and scope, or provided information that was unclear or overly technical.
Generally for these descriptions, the work being done through the grant
was not clearly described. In addition, the grant descriptions either lacked
information on projects and activities funded, or contained information on
projects and activities that was unclear or overly technical. For example,
the Housing Authority of the Town of Hobson City’s description did not
provide sufficient information on the purpose, scope, specific nature, or
expected outcomes of the grant (see table 5). Moreover, the information

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did not clearly convey the number of projects involved—whether one or
more—or provide the project’s purpose, scope, and nature.

The extent to which grant descriptions met the criteria for transparency
also varied by program (see fig. 2). Among the three programs covered in
our review, the CDBG-R grant descriptions had the highest estimated
percentage of grants that were transparent (about 40 percent). In addition,
an estimated 40 percent of CDBG-R grant descriptions partially met the
transparency criteria. For the Capital Fund program, an estimated 15
percent fully met the transparency criteria while an estimated 61 percent
partially met it. Only one TCAP grant description met the criteria

(2 percent), while 76 percent of the TCAP grant descriptions partially met
the criteria. Figure 2 shows the program results side-by-side for visual
comparison, with markers for the 90 percent confidence intervals for the
CDBG-R, Capital Fund, and combined sample estimates of the three
programs reviewed.? The differences are statistically significant where the
confidence intervals around an estimate do not overlap with the

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percentages for TCAP or the confidence interval for the other program
estimates. While the percentage that met and partially met varied among
the three programs, the percentage of grants that did not meet the criteria
were fairly similar across the three programs. We discuss specific factors
that may have affected transparency of the descriptions for each of the
programs later in this report.

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The grant descriptions we reviewed varied in the extent to which they
provided transparent information to foster a basic understanding of funded
activities on the grant for the specific attributes reviewed. Grant-level
information was always clear for the award amount, location, and status
because recipients were required to enter information on these attributes
in specific fields and specified formats.?® For example, grant recipients
must report this information using dollars, a city and state name, and select
percentage ranges from a drop-down list, including “less than 50 percent
complete” or “greater than 50 percent complete”, respectively. As a result,
the information reported was clear and easy to understand. However,
information that recipients reported for the other attributes we reviewed
(including purpose, scope, nature, and expected outcomes) varied in the
extent to which it provided clear information (see fig. 3). One reason for
this may be that grant recipients enter information on these attributes using
narrative descriptions rather than having specific fields and specified
formats to enter the information. We estimate that about 53 percent of
grant descriptions provide clear information on the scope and expected
outcomes or outputs of the grant, and nearly 87 percent provide clear
information on the nature of work being done through the grant

(see fig. 3).*” As we previously reported, it is reasonable for a description to
include the scope of work, such as the number of housing units
rehabilitated or the number of homes that infrastructure work affects.?®

The extent to which the grant descriptions we reviewed, particularly the
narrative fields for these records, provided clear information, also varied
by program for all but the three attributes (location, award amount, and
status). For example, while we estimated that the scope of work was clear
for 71 percent of CDBG-R grant descriptions and 46 percent of Capital
Fund grant descriptions, it was clear for only 25 percent of the TCAP grant
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descriptions, a statistically significant difference.? Also, expected outputs
or outcomes were clearly reported for an estimated 46 percent of the
Capital Fund grants, and an estimated 70 percent for the CDBG-R and
TCAP grants.” Thus, the differences in the extent to which expected
outcomes were clearly reported were statistically significant between the
Capital Fund and the other two programs.

We found that HUD'’s internal program databases contained sufficient
information to improve the transparency of most of the grant descriptions
in Recovery.gov that were partially or not transparent. As discussed later in
this report, HUD collects detailed information on the grants funded
through the programs we reviewed, including the projects and activities
funded through these grants. We used this information, some of which was
publicly available, along with additional sources, to address information
that was missing in the Recovery.gov grant descriptions. See appendixes II
through V for the supplemental information GAO gathered to improve the
transparency of recipient-reported grant descriptions that we reviewed.

For Key Attributes, the
Clarity and Completeness of
Information on Specific
Projects and Activities
Varied

The clarity and completeness of information on the specific projects and
activities funded through the grants varied for key attributes such as
purpose, location, and status (see fig. 4).*' Recipients were more likely to
report clear and complete information on the projects and activities funded
for some of the attributes we evaluated. For example, for all programs
combined, we found that information on the purpose of individual projects
or activities was clear and complete in an estimated 70 percent of the
descriptions; the nature of individual projects or activities was clear and
complete in an estimated 74 percent of the descriptions; and the status of
individual projects and activities was clear and complete in an estimated 68

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percent of the descriptions.* We had relatively low estimates for the clarity
and completeness of cost, scope, and location. For example, information
on the scope of individual projects or activities—such as the number of
units to be developed—was clear and complete in an estimated 34 percent
of the descriptions.*

For each program, recipients generally provided clear and complete
information on the purpose and nature of the projects and activities funded
for a larger percentage of descriptions. Specifically, information on the
purpose of projects and activities funded was clear and complete in an
estimated 65 percent of the grant descriptions for the Capital Fund, an
estimated 82 percent for CDBG-R, and about 96 percent for TCAP. * The

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high percentage for TCAP likely resulted from the program’s single focus—
the development of affordable rental housing. Additionally, information on
the nature of projects or activities funded was clear and complete in an
estimated 74 percent of the grant descriptions for the Capital Fund and
CDBG-R programs, and 69 percent of the TCAP descriptions reviewed.” In
contrast, the percentages of descriptions reviewed that provided clear and
complete information on the location, cost, and status of the funded
projects and activities varied significantly by program. For example, we
found that information on the location of the projects and activities funded
was clear and complete in 88 percent of TCAP grants, an estimated 59
percent of CDBG-R grants, and an estimated 22 percent of Capital Fund
grants.”

Overall, although information on the costs of individual projects and
activities was clear and complete for an estimated 35 percent of grant
descriptions, this information varied widely across programs.*” TCAP had a
comparatively larger percentage of clear and complete information on cost
(90 percent). However, we estimated that 33 percent of grant descriptions
for the Capital Fund and about 37 percent for CDBG-R had clear and
complete cost information.*

The location and cost information for TCAP is clear because TCAP
recipients funded projects by making subawards. As a result, TCAP
recipients were required to report location and cost information in
FederalReporting.gov for each of the projects using subaward fields.
CDBG-R recipients who awarded funds to other entities had the option of
reporting information on the activities funded using the subaward fields. In
some cases, CDBG-R recipients who did not use the subaward fields did
not provide clear and complete information on location and costs of the
projects and activities funded.

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Information on Project
Location in Some Grant
Descriptions Could Be
Misleading or Did Not
Accurately Reflect Place
Where Work Was Performed

In cases in which recipients funded projects or activities in multiple
locations, the primary place of performance that recipients entered either
could not reflect the multiple locations of individual projects and activities
or did not accurately reflect the place of performance, which limited the
transparency of grant descriptions. For example, the largest Capital Fund
recipient, the New York City Housing Authority, funded 119 projects, but
FederalReporting.gov allows recipients to enter only one address as the
primary place of performance. Many other Capital Fund grants funded
work at multiple locations. Similarly, many CDBG-R grants and all TCAP
grants funded work at more than one location. In other instances, the
recipient reported a place of performance where work was not planned or
done. For example, the Boston Housing Authority (BHA) reported the
housing authority’s address as the primary place of performance, even
though work was planned and underway at six different housing
developments and across scattered sites (see fig. 5).

HUD’s data dictionary for the Capital Fund program directs Capital Fund
recipients to report the location that received the majority of grant funds as
the primary place of performance, or, if no single location received a
majority of the funds, the address of the “community” receiving the highest
proportion of funds. For the BHA grant, this would have been Washington
Beech, which received nearly $10 million of the housing authority’s $33
million grant. According to officials from BHA, they chose the address of
the housing authority because they had projects in multiple locations and it
was a central location. Moreover, the official from the housing authority
with responsibility for reporting in FederalReporting.gov stated that he
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decided to use the housing authority’s address as the primary place of
performance based on the guidance in the OMB Recipient Reporting Data
Model. He was not aware of the HUD program-specific data dictionary,
stating that he did not see the guidance on FederalReporting.gov.

Some CDBG-R grant recipients, or their subrecipients, also reported
project location information that was not consistent with the location
where the work was being performed. We found that in some cases, grant
recipients were reporting the address of the local city hall as the primary
place of performance instead of the actual location of the work. For
example, we visited the City of Cincinnati, which received a CDBG-R grant
of nearly $3.5 million. At the time of our visit, the most recent Recovery.gov
data showed that the primary place of performance for this grant was the
address for city hall (see fig. 6). In discussing the work being funded with
the grant, we learned that the city planned to fund 15 unique projects in
various locations across the city. According to city officials, they had to
choose one address because the system did not allow them to enter the
actual addresses of each place of performance. The officials further stated
that they thought city hall was the most logical address to enter, because it
was the same as the prime recipient’s address. Subsequent to our visit, this
recipient changed from reporting in a summary fashion to entering
individual projects’ place of performance in other parts of
FederalReporting.gov.

In the course of our review, we also found that many TCAP project
locations (place of performance) appeared to be incorrectly posted on
Recovery.gov for the quarter ending March 31, 2010. For example,
Recovery.gov shows that one of the TCAP projects that we visited in
Atlanta, Georgia, is located in Columbus, Ohio, (the location of the project
owner). According to an official from the Georgia Housing Finance Agency,
the agency reported into FederalReporting.gov the Atlanta location as the
place of performance for the recipient, but Recovery.gov posted the
address of the out-of-state owner of the project. We found a total of 93
examples in Recovery.gov of TCAP projects that were reported as being
located in different states than the state of the housing finance agency that
funded the work.* HUD officials with responsibility for TCAP stated that
recipients have reported places of performance correctly in
FederalReporting.gov, but that this information is not appearing correctly
on Recovery.gov. We shared our findings with the Recovery Board and

PFurther, this raises concerns about the potential for other inaccurately reported project
locations in Recovery.gov, such as incorrectly identified locations within the same state.
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requested that it follow up on this matter. After completing its review, the
Recovery Board concluded that a file configuration error was responsible
for the incorrectly posted information on project locations. The error led to
the subrecipient’s address being displayed as the project’s place of
performance. According to the Board, the error was not limited to TCAP
and affected 20,255 out of the 126,556 subrecipient reports on the Web site.
The Board also found that this error did not affect the data files that could
be downloaded from the site or any calculations presented on the site. The
Recovery Board stated that it has corrected the problem, and the
information on subrecipient’s place of performance currently posted on the
Web site should accurately capture what recipients reported.

In Addition to
Inconsistencies on the OMB
Guidance, Various Factors
Likely Limited the Degree to
Which Grant Descriptions
Met the Transparency
Criteria

Structure of
FederalReporting.gov and HUD
programs

Several factors may have contributed to the degree to which the grant
descriptions in Recovery.gov fostered a basic understanding of funded
activities and expected outcomes. As we discussed earlier in this report,
the guidance OMB provided may have played a role in the degree to which
recipients transparently described their awards. Other factors that likely
limited transparency of grant descriptions included limitations in the
system used by recipients (FederalReporting.gov) to report information on
funded projects and activities, and inadequate data quality review of
submitted information by HUD to ensure the clarity and quality of narrative
information.

The interplay of two structural factors—more specifically, the structure of
FederalReporting.gov and the structure of the selected HUD programs we
reviewed—also may have affected the transparency of the information on
Recovery.gov. Within a short period of time, OMB and the Recovery Board
had to implement this reporting system, which had to cover a wide range of
programs and provide detailed and up-to-date information on the use of
Recovery Act funds. However, certain design features work against
reporting information on specific projects. For instance, the system is not
designed to capture the address of each project or activity funded—unless
that project or activity is reported as a subaward. Also, the available fields
for the grant description and project description have character limits,
which some grant recipients with numerous projects say preclude them
from describing each in detail. The three HUD programs we reviewed often
award grants to recipients who can then fund multiple projects or
undertake activities at multiple sites. According to HUD officials, they had
raised concerns with OMB about its approach for collecting and reporting
information on projects or activities funded with Recovery Act funds, and
proposed populating the information needed to satisfy the Recovery Act’s
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Data Quality Reviews

reporting requirements with information from the agency’s existing
program databases. These databases include detailed project-level
information and much of the information that is currently collected from
recipients through Federalreporting.gov. Furthermore, HUD believed that
by using its databases it could reduce the reporting burden on recipients as
well as potential reporting errors. However, OMB had decided to use a
more standardized approach across federal agencies and collect
information directly from the recipients of Recovery funds.

According to HUD officials and many of the grant recipients with whom we
met, FederalReporting.gov is not well suited to capture project- or activity-
level information on grant programs, such as the Capital Fund, CDBG-R,
and TCAP. For example, we identified CDBG-R recipients who have funded
more than 30 projects. Thus, it is neither reasonable nor possible for them
to describe each in FederalReporting.gov. According to HUD officials,
CDBG-R recipients who awarded funds to other entities could report each
activity funded through the subrecipient feature of FederalReporing.gov.
While recipients could report information on the cost and location of
individual activities using the subrecipient feature, this feature does not
include fields in which to report descriptions, the status, and the scope of
each activity. In addition, some CDBG-R awards funded more specific
activities throughout an entire city—thus, it is not reasonable, nor would it
make sense, to choose a single location or to report every location with
funded work. For example, the City of New York funded an activity through
which graffiti will be removed from parks that serve low- and moderate-
income neighborhoods throughout New York City. It is reasonable to report
this project’s location as “citywide,” but locations cannot be reported in
this way. Recipients must report a primary place of performance using
specific fields. That is, recipients must report a city, state, and zip code, and
have the option of reporting a street address. As another example, some
CDBG-R grant recipients are funding water- or sewer-line repairs, which
can serve many property addresses or cover hundreds of feet of pipe. For
such projects, reporting a single place of performance is not meaningful.
HUD officials for the CDBG-R program stated that they were not sure what
kind of guidance to give recipients about identifying a primary place of
performance for such projects. According to OMB officials, recipients
could use the existing fields for narrative descriptions to clarify
information, such as actual places of performance.

HUD officials review the data that recipients submit into
FederalReporting.gov to identify potential reporting errors before the data
are publicly posted on Recovery.gov; however, evaluating the quality or
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clarity of information provided in descriptive fields is not their top
priority.* According to HUD officials with responsibility for reviewing the
data that recipients of Capital Fund, CDBG-R, and TCAP funds report, HUD
has a limited amount of time to review the data submitted and must
prioritize its efforts. During our visits to grant recipients, some told us that
HUD had not advised them to identify or describe every project or activity
funded. One of the recipients with whom we met stated that HUD, as a part
of its review of recipient reports, did not provide comments or corrections
related to the need to report more specific information on projects or
activities. HUD officials confirmed that their priority in reviewing recipient
reports has not been on evaluating whether every project or activity funded
was described. HUD’s lack of priority on the clarity or transparency of
information in recipient reports may have affected the level of
transparency of the information reported.

In addition, according to HUD officials, job counts that recipients report
are a top priority—narrative descriptions are not.*! Beginning with the
January 2010 reports, HUD began to flag narrative descriptions that
contained less than a certain number of characters, but the agency does not
consistently review the quality or clarity of information reported in these
fields. We recommended in our May 2010 report that OMB, in partnership
with federal agencies, periodically review recipients’ descriptions of grants
to determine whether they provide clear and understandable information
on the uses of the funds.* OMB agreed with this recommendation and is
making plans to address it. As these recommendations are addressed, HUD
could also conduct periodic data quality reviews of the narrative
information to help ensure that recipients are providing clear and complete
information on funded projects and activities. As Recovery Act funded
projects are completed and no longer need to be reported in
Federalreporting.gov, such reviews could be performed in a targeted and

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cost-effective manner. For example, such reviews could focus on recipients
who have not yet completed their work. In addition, such reviews could be
further targeted by grant size or other criteria that gauge risk. By not
including an assessment of the narrative fields as part of HUD’s data quality
reviews, HUD will have no mechanism for ensuring that recipients submit
descriptions that are transparent to the public.

HUD and Other Sources of
Data Relating to Recovery
Act-Funded Projects
Provide Supplementary
Information, but
Recovery.gov Generally
Does Not Link to These
Sources

Despite the availability of additional information about Recovery Act-
funded projects and activities on the Web, recipient reports are not
leveraging these sources to enhance the transparency of grant descriptions.
As discussed later in this report, we observed that many of the recipients in
our representative sample reported some information about their Recovery
Act-funded projects and activities on their own Web sites. For example, for
TCAP, Web sites for almost 90 percent of the recipients in our
representative sample had some information on Recovery Act-funded
activities. For the CDBG-R program, Web sites for almost 70 percent of the
recipients in our representative sample had some information on Recovery-
Act funded activities.

HUD collects project and activity-level information outside of Recovery.gov
for each of the programs we reviewed. For both the CDBG-R and TCAP
programs, HUD collects and maintains project-level data in its
administrative database—IDIS. For each project or activity funded,
recipients are required to submit information on the project or activity
name, description, location, funding commitment, and other information.
Once a project is complete, recipients are required to enter the total cost,
funding sources, and tenant-related data. For the Capital Fund program,
HUD collects data on projects and activities funded through the RAMPS.*
Through this system, public housing agencies report on a quarterly basis
such information as the name of the housing developments assisted, a
description of the work planned, and the number of housing units
rehabilitated or developed.

While these databases are not publicly available, HUD posts some
information on the projects and activities funded through the CDBG-R and
TCAP on its Web site. For example, HUD posted an interactive map of the
United States for the CDBG-R program using information from recipients

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on proposed activities.* By clicking on a state, visitors to the site then
download information for each grant recipient, which include a list of each
activity funded, a description of each activity, the activity’s cost, and the
national objective the activity addresses. However, as a part of our visits to
a nonstatistical sample of CDBG-R recipients, we learned that some of the
information posted on this site was not current and not updated regularly.
Similarly, HUD has posted information on its Web site from IDIS that
includes the names of each TCAP grant recipient and project funded; the
specific type of project funded, such as new construction or acquisition;
the status of each project; and the amount expended.*” According to HUD
officials, this information is updated weekly. At the time of our review,
HUD was not posting information on the projects and activities funded by
Capital Fund recipients on its Web site, but HUD officials have indicated
that they are in the process of making Capital Fund recipient information
collected through RAMPS available on HUD’s Web site.

As we stated earlier, we obtained additional information from HUD’s
information systems to improve the transparency of grant descriptions that
did not meet the transparency criteria. Specifically, we used RAMPS data to
collect additional information for 71 percent of the Capital Fund grant
descriptions that were not transparent. In addition, we used IDIS to collect
information for about 92 percent of the CDBG-R descriptions, and 100
percent of the TCAP descriptions that were not transparent.*® Some of this
information is publicly available on HUD’s Web site, and HUD officials have
stated that they are willing to make more information publicly available.
See appendixes II through V for the supplemental information we gathered
to increase the transparency of the grant descriptions reviewed.

Some recipients of CDBG-R and TCAP funds also posted information about
the funded activities on their own Web sites. For the CDBG-R program,
almost 70 percent of the recipients in our representative sample had some
information on Recovery Act funding and the activities funded on their
sites. The largest recipient of CDBG-R funds, the City of New York, created

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a Web site specifically dedicated to reporting on the use of Recovery Act
Funds.*” According to officials with responsibility for the City of New
York’s CDBG-R program, they created this site to provide the public with
detailed information about how the city was using Recovery Act funds.
Similarly, about 90 percent of TCAP recipients reported some information
about their use of Recovery Act funds on their Web sites, although the level
of detail varies. In contrast, the majority of Capital Fund recipients in our
sample did not have Web sites. Of the 24 that had sites, 5 had information
about funded projects. Generally, the largest recipients, such as the New
York City Housing Authority and the Chicago Housing Authority, posted
detailed information on their Web sites.

However, we found that grant descriptions did not include references or
links to HUD’s Web site, which contained detailed information about
activities funded under CDBG-R and TCAP. Moreover, we did not observe
any references or links to recipient Web sites, some of which also
contained detailed information about funded projects and activities.
According to some of the recipients with whom we met, they did not
include links to project- or activity-level information because they received
the impression, from OMB and HUD guidance, that they were to provide
summary descriptions of the funded work. Some recipients we met with
were also not aware of the Recovery Act requirement to list each funded
project or activity.

Given the issues relating to guidance, quality reviews, and Web site and
program structure that we discussed above, the lack of clear or reinforcing
guidance about including Web site links to supplement information in the
narrative descriptions may affect transparency and accountability. Some of
the grant recipients with whom we met stated that their web sites
contained more detailed project information than Recovery.gov. According
to OMB officials, including links to these sites in the narrative

descriptions would be a viable and cost-effective solution to the problem of
limited reporting space. In addition, OMB officials stated that it would be
acceptable for recipients to include Web addresses, as long as the recipient
still described required information in the fields for narrative descriptions.
It would not be acceptable for a recipient to insert only a Web site address.
Further, the Recovery Act contemplates the inclusion of appropriate links
to other government Web sites with information on covered funds, such as
Web sites for federal, state, and local agencies. Without encouraging

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recipients to include such links in their descriptions, HUD will miss an
opportunity to increase the transparency of information recipients report
to the public.

Conclusions

The administration faced an extensive undertaking in simultaneously
delivering large sums of Recovery Act funds to communities while also
seeking to make these efforts more transparent to the public than previous
efforts have been. Promoting the public’s understanding of recipient-
reported information on activities and expected outcomes is a central tenet
of the Recovery Act and the purpose behind the creation of Recovery.gov.
This effort involved tracking billions of dollars across thousands of
recipients throughout the nation. The emphasis on what some have called
an unprecedented level of transparency implies correspondingly greater
accuracy and specificity for reported information. The effort of reporting
detailed information on Recovery Act grants should not be discounted.
Although recipient reporting under the Recovery Act represents a step
forward in federal spending transparency, opportunities exist to continue
advancing the transparency goals of the Recovery Act and improving the
quality of information reported on Recovery.gov.

For example, our review of a sample of records for three HUD programs
suggests that the recipients’ descriptions often do not fully foster a basic
understanding of grant activities and expected outcomes. We have noted a
number of instances where descriptions did not provide clear and complete
information about the specific projects and activities funded. Users of
Recovery.gov often cannot ascertain what specific projects or activities
were funded under a grant and where the work took place. While we
cannot directly correlate the results of our review with specific causes,
several factors likely contributed to the type of information reported and,
thus, our findings of limited transparency at the project level.

Many of the problems appear to stem from guidance that does not
consistently reflect Recovery Act requirements to report specific projects
and activities. By clarifying or defining basic terms such as “project” and
“primary place of performance,” HUD could help recipients more clearly
describe discrete, funded work and where it took place. Also, by ensuring
that any supplemental guidance it provides to recipients instructs them to
enter information on specific projects and activities rather than provide
broad summaries, HUD also could reinforce Recovery Act requirements
and help improve the transparency of reported information. Without
providing such guidance to recipients, HUD cannot ensure that recipients
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will report clear and complete information on funded projects and
activities.

Furthermore, HUD’s data quality reviews of grant descriptions in
Recovery.gov were limited and did not focus on the content of the narrative
descriptions that recipients submitted. Often—particularly for grants with
a limited number of associated activities—these narrative description
fields provide recipients with the space to include critical details about
funded projects and activities that could enhance the transparency of grant
descriptions. Yet, HUD’s reviews of these fields are limited to flagging
narrative descriptions that contain less than a certain number of
characters. As many of HUD’s Recovery-funded projects wind down and
work is completed, going forward, HUD should balance the need for
improved transparency and concerns over the cost of reporting. HUD could
pursue a targeted review of the narrative information recipients provide to
help ensure that they are providing clear and complete information on
funded projects and activities. For example, HUD could routinely review
narrative information for selected grants, such as those above a determined
dollar amount, those funding ongoing work, or those that meet other risk-
based criteria. By not including an assessment of the narrative fields as part
of its data quality reviews, some recipients may continue to submit
descriptions that do not foster a basic understanding of grant activities and
expected outcomes, thus limiting accountability for the use of Recovery
funds.

Focusing on revisions or clarification to guidance may not address
problems that appear to relate more closely to the structure of the recipient
reporting system (FederalReporting.gov, which is the basis for the
information appearing in Recovery.gov) and to the HUD programs. That is,
many awards have been used to fund multiple projects or activities in
multiple locations and character or field size limits can prevent recipients
from reporting on each discrete project or location. Additionally,
FederalReporting.gov was designed for a wide range of programs across
many federal agencies. However, HUD has another opportunity to cost-
effectively address some of the limitations to transparency discussed
above. HUD’s internal databases contain project-level information, and
information on projects and activities may be publicly available on HUD’s
and other Web sites. As such, HUD could encourage recipients to
incorporate such sources in their grant descriptions. Specifically, in cases
in which it would not be possible, or would be unduly burdensome, to
report information about each project or activity in FederalReporting.gov,
HUD could encourage recipients to provide a link to Web sites, including
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Executive Action

federal agency sites or their own, which already contain such information.
Encouraging recipients to incorporate links in their descriptions could help
them overcome some of the limitations of the reporting system and provide
them with opportunities to enhance the transparency of their descriptions.
Thus, recipients and federal agencies could leverage existing information
in a resource- and cost-effective way and make it readily accessible to users
of Recovery.gov. Without such links, recipients may miss an opportunity to
leverage information that may be available on agencies’ Web sites and to
share such information with the public on Recovery.gov.

We previously recommended that the Director of the Office of Management
and Budget take certain actions to further public understanding of the
projects and activities on which Recovery Act funds are being spent and
the expected results. Recognizing the desire for increasing public
understanding of how Recovery funds are used and concerns over the cost
of reporting, we further recommend that the Secretary of the Department
of Housing and Urban Development, in consultation with OMB:

e Provide clarification of OMB FederalReporting.gov guidance

¢ so that it better conveys the Recovery Act requirement for recipients
to report key information for the specific projects and activities
funded, and

¢ so that, for each program, it defines key terms (project, primary place
of performance, and subrecipient primary place of performance);

e Consider options for more effectively reviewing the content of narrative
descriptions submitted by recipients into FederalReporting.gov in a
targeted and cost-effective manner to help ensure that recipients have
entered clear and complete information about the funded projects and
activities; and

¢ Encourage recipients to leverage other sources of existing information,
such as by providing links to agency or recipient Web sites, to further
enhance the transparency of the information they enter in
FederalReporting.gov.
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Agency Comments and
Our Evaluation

We received written comments on a draft of this report from HUD, which is
included in appendix VI. We also received technical comments from HUD’s
program office and the Recovery Board, which we incorporated as
appropriate.

In a letter from the Director of the Office of Strategic Planning and
Management, HUD stated two concerns regarding the report. First, it stated
that GAO employed transparency criteria that were independent of
guidance that federal agencies had received from OMB and that GAO did
not fully recognize the success of recipient reporting under the Recovery
Act. As described in appendix I, six of the attributes we used to assess
transparency were explicitly stated or inherent in the Recovery Act or
OMB’s guidance, including OMB’s Recipient Reporting Data Model. We also
used professional judgment to add a seventh attribute—scope—which we
believe is a reasonable adjunct to OMB’s attributes. That is, it is logical for
narrative descriptions of how Recovery Act funds were used to address the
magnitude or extent of work being done. For example, for both the Capital
Fund and TCAP programs, which fund affordable housing, it would be
reasonable to describe the number of units or properties which were
assisted with Recovery funds. Further, OMB officials have previously
stated that it would be reasonable to include other attributes—such as
scope—in our assessment of the grant descriptions as long as we
acknowledge the addition. We revised the draft to further recognize HUD’s
efforts to assist grant recipients in achieving an overall recipient response
rate of over 99 percent.

HUD also maintained that GAO did not fully recognize the leadership that
HUD had shown on developing performance measurement and analysis
that were more stringent and specific than those required by
FederalReporting.gov. As stated in our report, the purpose of our review
was to assess the extent to which grant descriptions in Recovery.gov are
transparent in providing a basic understanding of grant activities and
expected outcomes. We revised the report to clarify that we did not
specifically examine information collected in HUD’s information systems.
Our report noted that HUD collects project and activity-level information
outside of Recovery.gov for each of the programs we reviewed. The
information in HUD’s internal databases helped improve the clarity and
completeness of recipient reported information in 85 percent of the grants
we reviewed that partially met or did not meet the transparency criteria.
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Given the priority of increasing the public’s understanding of the use of
Recovery funds placed by Congress and the administration, we continue to
believe that HUD can take steps to help improve the clarity and
completeness of information that recipients report into
FederalReporting.gov. We agree with HUD’s comment that the burden of
reporting requirements to recipients and federal agencies must be weighed
against the benefits of collecting more detailed information. Indeed, our
recommendations are mindful of this concern. For example, our
recommendation that HUD inform recipients that they can include in their
grant descriptions links to Web sites with relevant project information is
not only intended to account for the inherent limitations of submitting
detailed project-specific information in FederalReporting.gov, but also to
leverage existing information that is already publicly available. HUD states
that it has collected “more stringent and specific” information than is
required by FederalReporting.gov, and we encourage HUD to make some of
this information available to the public to supplement information reported
by recipients. Finally, we believe that our recommendations to HUD to
clarify OMB FederalReporting.gov guidance and review the content of
narrative descriptions will help ensure that the information submitted will
be useful to the public.

As agreed with your office, unless you publicly announce the contents of
this report earlier, we plan no further distribution until 30 days from the
report date.

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Appendix I

Objectives, Scope, and Methodology

To identify the information that must be included as part of the
descriptions of awards funded by the Recovery Act, we reviewed the
reporting requirements contained in the Act, Office of Management and
Budget’s (OMB) guidance, Recovery.gov reporting instructions, and
supplemental agency reporting guidance that were applicable for the
quarter ending March 31, 2010. We discussed the reporting requirements,
guidance, and reporting instructions with officials from OMB, the Recovery
Accountability and Transparency Board (Recovery Board), and the federal
program agencies for the programs included in our review. We also
discussed with grant recipients (state and local officials) their experiences
in providing descriptions of awards funded by the act, including any
challenges they faced and the usefulness of the guidance. The grant
recipients who we contacted were part of a nonstatistical sample of 15
grant recipients in 10 states for the three Department of Housing and Urban
Development (HUD) programs in our review: Community Development
Block Grant—Recovery (CDBG-R), Public Housing Capital Fund (Capital
Fund), and Tax Credit Assistance Program (TCAP) shown in table 6."

We also visited these grant recipients to verify the information reported in
Recovery.gov, to discuss their interpretations of OMB and HUD guidance,
to discuss their rationale for the level of detail they reported, and to visit
two of the projects or activities that they funded. Because this was a
nonstatistical sample, we do not assert that the experiences related by
state and local officials about these awards are necessarily representative
of all awards in a particular program.

'Because we already were reviewing the Capital Fund program and TCAP as part of GAO’s
mandated review of Recovery Act activities, we selected recipients who GAO teams
previously visited. Further, we selected recipients who were located in each of the Census
regions and who had received varying award amounts. For each of the Capital Fund and
TCAP recipients, we selected two projects of varying types and award amounts. For the
CDBG-R program, we also selected recipients in each of the Census regions, and who
represented a mix of states and entitlement communities. For each of the CDBG-R
recipients, we selected two projects of differing types and award amounts.

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To assess the extent to which descriptions of grants transparently
described how funds were being used, we utilized a transparency
assessment methodology developed for our May 2010 report on Recovery
Act transparency.? This assessment was based on the Recovery Act, OMB’s
guidance, and professional judgment.? Similar to the transparency review
we conducted in May 2010, we reviewed key required fields on
Recovery.gov that describe the uses of Recovery Act funds, including
project name, award description, quarterly activities/project description,
place of performance (location), award amount, and project status (extent
to which the project was completed). In addition to these fields, we
reviewed the description of jobs created field because we identified cases
where grant recipients were entering information on nature and expected
outcomes in this field.* Furthermore, because recipients of CDBG-R funds
can make subawards if they choose, and recipients of TCAP funds make
subawards to project owners, we also reviewed the number, location, and
award amount of subawards reported on Recovery.gov by prime recipients.

Based on our review of these data elements as a whole, we assessed
transparency based on the extent to which the information reported
provided reasonably clear and specific information on specific attributes
that either were explicitly stated or inherent in the Recovery Act or OMB’s
guidance

¢ general purpose of the award (for example, modernization, develop
affordable housing, or eliminate blight);

¢ location (where award activities are being conducted);
e cost (amount awarded);
e nature of activities being conducted (for example, water/sewer line

infrastructure work, new construction, rehabilitation, or energy
efficiency improvements);

“Descriptions of jobs created or retained may rely on job titles, broader labor categories, or

the recipient’s existing practice for describing jobs as long as the terms used are widely
understood and describe the general nature of the work.
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e status (not started, less than 50 percent completed, completed 50
percent or more, or fully completed); and

e outcome (what is expected to be achieved; for example, modernize
public housing units, develop affordable housing, or repair a community
center).

Consistent with our May 2010 report, we used our professional judgment to
add a seventh attribute that seemed to be a reasonable adjunct to OMB’s
attributes: scope (that is, information on the magnitude or extent of an
award). For example, scope could be the number of units to be
rehabilitated or developed or the street boundaries for water/sewer
infrastructure work. Using these seven attributes, we assessed the clarity
and understandability of the narrative text, together with the completeness
of the descriptions in their entirety. Those that were clear, understandable,
and complete, we considered to be “transparent.” Because we considered
the seven attributes holistically, a lack of clear and complete information
for one attribute would not necessarily preclude a description from being
considered “transparent.” More specifically, we assessed these attributes at
both the grant and project or activity level. To assess the extent to which
grant descriptions provided clear information on the overall grant for each
of the seven attributes, we considered whether the information reported
for each attribute was clear and understandable. To assess the extent to
which information on projects and activities funded was clear and
complete, we considered whether descriptions provided clear and
complete information for each project or activity across the seven
attributes. We conducted this analysis for each program and for all of the
grants reviewed.

In conducting the transparency assessment, we reviewed information
reported by prime recipients on Recovery.gov for the quarter ending March
31, 2010 (which were published in Recovery.gov on April 30, 2010).” This
was known as the third round of reporting. We chose to use recipient-
reported data from Recovery.gov because the administration considers it to
be the official information on Recovery Act spending.

*CDBG-R funds were also made available to four designated insular areas—American
Samoa, Guam, Northern Mariana Islands, and the Virgin Islands; however these areas were
not within the scope of our work.
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Our study population consisted of prime recipient grant descriptions
submitted by Capital Fund, CDBG-R, and TCAP recipients that were
available on Recovery.gov as of April 30, 2010. For each program, we
identified the population of prime recipient grant descriptions in
Recovery.gov using the Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance codes. We
did not search grant descriptions in Recovery.gov to try and identify
recipient reports with incorrect program codes. Our population size for
each of the three programs represents the number of correctly reported
recipient reports in Recovery.gov, as of the date on which we downloaded
the records (see appendixes II - IV).

For the Capital Fund and CDBG-R prime recipient grant descriptions, we
selected the four largest prime recipient award records by dollar amount
within each program. From the remaining prime recipient grant
descriptions, we selected a simple random sample within each program.®
Each random sample was designed to provide a margin of error of plus or
minus 9 percentage points for an attribute measure at the 90 percent level
of confidence (see below). For TCAP, we reviewed all 51 prime recipient
award records that were listed on Recovery.gov as of April 30, 2010.”
Overall, we sampled 219 grant descriptions from a population of 4,009 (see
table 7).

"Only 51 of the 52 TCAP grants funded were in Recovery.gov as of April 30, 2010. OMB gave

the Rhode Island Housing Finance Agency an extension due to flooding in the state,
allowing it to submit its report by a later date.
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We treated the certainty selections and random samples within each of the
programs as a stratified design when producing the estimate for overall
award transparency. Because we followed a probability sampling
procedure based on random selection, our sample is only one of a large
number of samples that we might have drawn. Because each sample could
have provided different estimates, we express our confidence in the
precision of our particular sample’s results as a 90 percent confidence
interval. This is the interval that would contain the actual population value
for 90 percent of the samples we could have drawn. As a result, we are 90
percent confident that each of the confidence intervals in this report will
include the true values in the study population.

For our transparency assessment, two analysts independently reviewed
information on each grant description and noted where information from
one or more of the seven attributes appeared missing or unclear. Then,
considering the information in the award fields holistically, including the
understandability of the narrative fields, each analyst decided whether the
grant description information met, substantially met, partially met, or did
not meet the transparency criteria.® For example, if a Capital Fund award
record stated that the award was for a heating system upgrade for a family
development, but there was no information on the scope or location of the
award, the record likely would have been considered as having partially
met the criteria. The analysts then compared results and reached a
consensus on the overall score (for example, met the transparency criteria)

5We used the following decision criteria and points system: Meets (4)—contains reasonably
clear and specific information on all of the attributes across the fields evaluated and
information on projects is generally available (for example, scope, nature, and expected
outcomes). Substantially meets (3)—contains most information, but to some extent
information is missing, nonspecific, or unclear and most information on projects is
provided, but to some extent information is missing, nonspecific, or unclear. Partially meets
(2)—contains some information, but to some extent information is missing, nonspecific, or
unclear, and some information on projects is provided, but to some extent information is
missing, nonspecific, or unclear. Does not meet (1)—excluding the recipient name and
award amount fields (which are always present), lacks scope, nature, and expected
outcomes; available information is unclear, nonspecific, or overly technical (thus not
understandable to the lay reader).

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and which award information was missing or unclear.” If they could not
agree, a third analyst reviewed the award information without regard to the
original determinations, compared his or her determination with the results
of the two analysts, and made a deciding assessment. For reporting
purposes, we merged the descriptions that substantially and partially met
the criteria.

The practical difficulties of making sometimes subjective decisions about
whether awards met the criteria may introduce errors, commonly called
nonsampling errors. We took steps to minimize these errors, such as by
developing instructions for analysts to guide the assessment of the
transparency of award information; conducting a calibration exercise on an
initial selection of 15 awards to assess the criteria and to ensure that all
analysts were interpreting the criteria consistently; having two analysts
independently review each grant description and reach agreement; and,
after all results had been entered, reviewing all results within a program for
consistency of interpretation.

For descriptions that partially met or did not meet the transparency
criteria, we attempted to obtain the missing information from HUD
databases. If information was not available or was unclear from HUD’s
databases, we attempted to obtain additional information from HUD and
recipient Web sites, HUD officials, or recipients. While we often were able
identify the information that was missing using this approach, in some
cases we were not able to obtain the information. We did not attempt to
verify the accuracy of all information obtained. However, we did discuss
with federal agency officials the reliability and usefulness of the data
reported by recipients, and attempted to contact recipients if we found
information that was inconsistent between different sources. To assess the
extent to which HUD databases contained additional information to
improve the transparency of grant descriptions that partially met or did not
meet the transparency criteria, we calculated the number of occurrences
where the source of the information used to complete the description
included information from HUD’s databases. Specifically, we were able to
use RAMPS to collect additional information for 52 of the 73 (71 percent)
Capital Fund grant descriptions that partially met or did not meet the

9Although we assessed records with four transparency levels (meets, substantially meets,
partially meets, and does not meet), we simplified our reporting results by combining the
substantially meets and partially meets records into one category, which we call a partially
meets record.
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transparency criteria. Similarly, we used IDIS to collect information for 45
of the 49 (92 percent) CDBG-R, and all of the 50 TCAP grant descriptions
that partially met or did not meet the transparency criteria. Overall, we
found that HUD’s program databases contained information to improve the
descriptions for 147 out of the 172 (85 percent) grants we reviewed.

We also summarized available information from Recovery.gov on the
number and dollar amounts of prime grants and subgrants awarded and the
types of projects and activities funded, if available. Finally, we conducted a
number of electronic edit checks on the award information for the prime
recipients, including any identified subrecipients, in the probability sample
to identify possible anomalies. These checks included whether award
amounts for subrecipients were higher than the amount for the prime
recipient; and if award dates predated the Recovery Act.

We also used HUD databases to report on the nature and scope of projects
funded by the Recovery Act in appendixes II through IV. We conducted a
number of electronic edit checks on the award information for the prime
recipients in HUD databases including testing for missing data, outliers,
and obvious errors (by comparing databases with Recovery.gov
information).

We conducted this performance audit from February 2010 through
September 2010 in accordance with generally accepted government
auditing standards. Those standards require that we plan and perform the
audit to obtain sufficient, appropriate evidence to provide a reasonable
basis for our findings and conclusions based on our audit objectives. We
believe that the evidence obtained provides a reasonable basis for our
findings and conclusions based on our audit objectives. As part of our
work, we assessed the reliability of certain HUD databases and Recovery
Act data discussed above that were pertinent to our effort. We determined
that the data elements were sufficiently reliable for our purposes.
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The Public Housing Capital Fund (Capital Fund) provides formula-based
grant funds directly to public housing agencies (PHA) to improve the
physical condition of their properties; to develop, finance, and modernize
public housing developments; and to improve management. Under the
Recovery Act, the Office of Public and Indian Housing within the
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) allocated nearly $3
billion through the Capital Fund to PHAs using the same formula for
amounts made available in fiscal year 2008 and obligated these funds to
housing agencies in March 2009. HUD also was required to award nearly $1
billion to public housing agencies based on competition for priority
investments, including investments that leverage private-sector funding or
financing for renovations and energy conservation retrofitting.

Data from Recovery.gov show that prime recipients provided information
on 2,835 grants totaling nearly $3 billion as of March 31, 2010.' The grants
ranged from $7,917 to $423 million.> The median award amount was
$211,543. The award amount at the 25th percentile was $92,370; the award
amount at the 75th percentile was $573,288.

The vast majority of PHAs that received Recovery Act funds through the
Capital Fund program have used the funds to rehabilitate public housing;
other PHAs have used the funds for new construction. The types of
rehabilitation projects varied. For example, the five grant recipients that
we visited were funding a wide range of projects with their Capital Fund
grants including comprehensive rehabilitation and modernization of public
housing complexes, energy conservation and efficiency components, and
upgrades to the interior and exterior of public housing structures. Some
specific activities included bathroom and kitchen renovations, playground
construction, emergency structural repairs, abatement of potentially
environmentally hazardous materials, balcony and window replacements,
and heating, cooling, and water system upgrades.

'HUD officials stated that the department awarded 3,134 formula grants totaling nearly
$3 billion as of March 31, 2010. HUD explained that Recovery.gov reflects information on
open grants and therefore does not reflect the entire universe of funded recipients.

“Recovery.gov data as of March 31, 2010, shows that $0 was awarded to the Housing

Authority of Ragland, Alabama. According to HUD, this recipient has misreported its award
amount; this housing authority was awarded $110,196.
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Capital Fund Grants
That Met the

Transparency Criteria

In 2008, Maricopa Urban County provided $326,639 in CDBG funds, leveraged
by $200,000 of the Town of Youngtown's Highway User Revenue Funds (HURF) Funds to
construct 1.8 miles of paved alleyways. Sufficient CDBG funds were not available to pave all
6.8 miles of alleys. The Town did not have sufficient revenue to complete the project with
local revenues. It was determined that the project would be approached as a phased activity
constructing additional alleyways as funding became available. The consultant for project
engineering determined that $450,000 in CDBG-R funding leveraged with $150,000 of the
Town’s HURF will be sufficient to complete the paving of all remaining alleyways within the
Town. This will also benefit the Town by reducing dust pollution for the senior population
susceptible to allergies and other health issues associated with airborne dust. Dust
emissions from unpaved alleys are a problem. Utilities are located within the unpaved
alleyways. Many residents have garages opening to the alleys and activities like trash pickup
are performed there. Maricopa County Air Quality has cited the Town multiple times for dust
control issues and has implemented fines for future violations. In 2008, Maricopa Urban
County provided $250,000 in CDBG funds to construct about 3,450 linear feet of 4’ wide
sidewalks with curbs and gutters in the Gastelo Neighborhood in the Town of Guadalupe.
This project was recently bid and is ready to award of a construction contract. Sufficient
CDBG funds were not available to construct all 6,930 linear feet of sidewalks, curbs and
gutters needed. Existing streets throughout the Town with no corresponding sidewalks or
curbs and gutters lead to pedestrians, especially children walking within the roadways in
close proximity to cars. This dangerous condition exists throughout the Gastelo
Neighborhood. Additionally, this does nothing to discourage drivers from parking their
vehicles on the unpaved shoulders of the streets or in the yards of the residents. The
resulting dust emission from this practice is a problem. This project will also increase safety
of residents, especially children, who now have to walk on the shoulders of Town roadways.
Town funds are not available to complete this project. The infrastructure investment will
provide a long term economic benefit to the community. Both communities are within the
Maricopa County nonattainment area for PM-10 Particulate pollution levels. Both projects
take corrective actions for reducing these levels in predominately low and moderate income
neighborhoods, thereby relieving the communities with few sources of revenue from the
burden of future fines and costly infrastructure. The proposed activities address the
Recovery Act by assisting those most impacted by the recession and investing in
infrastructure to provide long term economic benefits, eligible under CDBG entitlement
funding. Both are 'shovel ready with environmental review and design activities complete
and ready to be bid with contracts awarded within 120 days of the release of CDBG-R funds.

Quarterly Project Description

During the quarter, the alleyway paving project within Youngtown was 95% complete.
Approximately 11,848 linear feet (LF) of alleyways were paved with 12’ wide asphaltic
concrete. In accomplishing this, dust pollution is significantly reduced. The Town will no
longer be fined by Maricopa County Air Quality for dust control violations. Additionally, the
reduction in dust benefits the Town’s senior population susceptible to allergies and other
health issues related to airborne dust. Approximately 2,000 LF of 4’ wide sidewalk
improvements within the Town of Guadalupe were completed. The project includes
sidewalks with handicap ramps, ribbon curb and gutter within the Gastelo Neighborhood.
The infrastructure investment provides a safe alternative for children walking on shoulders of
busy Town roadways. The project also eliminates the tendency for people to park and drive
on unpaved shoulders, thus eliminating dust emissions.

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The Tax Credit Assistance Program (TCAP) provides gap financing to be
used by state housing finance agencies (HFA) in the form of grants or loans
for capital investment in Low-Income Housing Tax Credit (LIHTC) projects
through a formula-based allocation to HFAs.! The Department of Housing
and Urban Development (HUD) obligated $2.25 billion in TCAP funds to
HFAs. The HFAs were to award the funds competitively according to their
qualified allocation plans, which explain selection criteria and application
requirements for housing tax credits. Projects that were awarded low-
income housing tax credits in fiscal years 2007, 2008, or 2009 were eligible
for TCAP funding, but HFAs had to give priority to projects that were
“shovel-ready” and expected to be completed by February 2012.

Data from Recovery.gov show that prime recipients provided information
on 51 grants totaling $2.2 billion as of March 31, 2010.2 The grants ranged
from $4.8 million to $326 million; the median amount awarded was $27
million. The award amount at the 25" percentile is $11,639,074; the award
amount at the 75™ percentile is $44,247,749.

We further analyzed the 51 grants using data from the HUD Integrated
Disbursement and Information System (IDIS) database, identifying 765
projects. Of these 765 projects, 406 were solely new construction, 54 were a
mix of acquisition and new construction, 221 were a mix of acquisition and
rehabilitation, and 84 were solely rehabilitation projects. The five TCAP
grantees we visited funded new construction and rehabilitation projects.

"HFAs in each state, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, Guam, and the U.S. Virgin Islands
receive LIHTC allocations. The Recovery Act directed HUD to distribute TCAP funds in
accordance with the fiscal year 2008 HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)
formula allocations to state participating jurisdictions, thereby limiting the funds to states
as defined by the HOME (HOME formula). Guam and the U.S. Virgin Islands are defined as
“insular areas” under HOME, rather than as “states” and, therefore, did not receive TCAP
funds. While TCAP funds were distributed based on the HOME formula, HOME
requirements generally do not apply to TCAP funds.

2HUD officials stated that the Department awarded 52 grants totaling $2.25 billion as of
March 31, 2010. HUD explained that Recovery.gov reflects information on open grants and
therefore does not reflect the entire universe of funded recipients. While 52 grants were
awarded, only 51 were reported into Recovery.gov as of March 31, 2010. The housing
finance agency for Rhode Island was granted an extension for the reporting period due to
flooding in the state.

The Tax Credit Assistance Program (TCAP) will fill financing gaps caused by the reduction
of equity investment in the Low Income Housing Tax Credit (LIHTC) program. Since its
inception in 1986, the LIHTC program has been a tremendous success and primary driver
in the development of affordable and primarily rental housing nationwide. During the current
recession, private sector interest in acquiring tax credits has fallen dramatically- leaving
many affordable housing developers with insufficient funding to develop their projects.
Projects reliant on LIHTC-driven private sector investment have therefore been stalled. The
Tax Credit Assistance Program (TCAP) will supplement financing for the construction or
rehabilitation of affordable housing projects affected by deteriorating financial market
conditions. Projects already awarded low income housing tax credits that have received
insufficient investment of tax credit equity are eligible for the program. The TCAP resources
will set in motion these stalled housing developments. The law requires housing credit
agencies to distribute TCAP resources competitively and in accordance with the state’s
qualified allocation plan. In Oregon, the competitive application process has been
completed and it is anticipated that TCAP resources will assist 17 housing developments
around the state and these developments will provide over 700 units of affordable rental
housing. One of the requirements of the TCAP program is to support the creation and
retention of jobs. While an estimate of the total number of jobs is unknown at this time, these
projects will support investment in affordable housing.

Quarterly Project Description

The US Department of Housing and Urban Development obligated the TCAP resources to
Oregon Housing and Community Services (OHCS) on June 24, 2009. Subsequent to this
obligation, OHCS conducted a competitive application process, as required under the TCAP
program rules, to identify eligible projects to receive the TCAP resources. Application
reviews have been completed. The State Housing Council, the advisory and funding
approval board for OHCS housing programs has approved a funding reservation for 17
affordable rental housing projects. There have been four TCAP projects closed to date.
Construction efforts for the rehabilitation of one of the projects has begun and the other
three projects will start renhab work in the next quarter. The remaining project sponsors are
finalizing predevelopment activities and working towards closing on all of their project
resources in the next quarter.

Dear Mr. Sciré:

Thank you for the opportunity to review the US Government Accountability Office (GAOQ)
report of September 2010 on American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) recipient
reporting in Public Housing Capital Fund (PHCF), Community Development Block Grant
(CDBG-R) and Tax Credit Assistance Program (TCAP), administered by the US Department of
Housing and Urban Development (HUD). Respectfully, I would like to register two overarching
concerns regarding the report.

First, GAO employed transparency criteria that were independent of guidance that federal
agencies had received from the Office of Management and Budget, and that did not fully
recognize the overwhelming success of HUD ARRA recipient reporting. Against GAO’s new
criteria, the report found that 23 percent of HUD recipients did not meet transparency criteria.
Against OMB guidance, however, 99.11 percent of all HUD ARRA recipients reported. This
level of reporting is an extraordinary compliance rate for a diverse and relatively understaffed
recipient population. As you know, these efforts were accomplished during a short period of
time and represent a process of continual improvement and a significant step forward in federal
spending transparency. These achievements have been acknowledged in the HUD Office of the
Inspector General’s (OIG) report of September 17, 2010, “Review of the Effectiveness of HUD’s
Data Quality Review Processes for the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009”
(2010-DP-0003).

Second, GAO did not fully recognize the leadership that HUD has shown on ARRA
performance measurement and analysis, particularly the more stringent and specific ARRA
performance measures that HUD has required above and beyond FederalReporting.gov. These
HUD-required measures include the number of homes renovated and developed and the number
of people served by homelessness prevention and rapid re-housing funds, all of which are

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associated with geographic addresses so that HUD can identify where ARRA dollars are having
results. Notably, HUD has used this data for the past two quarters to understand specifically
where ARRA grants are performing relative to poverty rates, income levels and race, yielding
reports that truly break new ground for the agency and the federal government. HUD staff and
recipients have thus shown leadership in seizing this unique moment of ARRA implementation
to make great strides in transparency.

I'recognize that there are opportunities for improvement of HUD ARRA recipient
reporting. Ialso fully support the process of driving agencies toward greater transparency. At
the same time, however, all of the above activities also create a reporting burden on ARRA
recipients and federal agencies that must be weighed against the benefits of collecting more
detailed information.

T hope that you will take the above comments into consideration when finalizing your
report.
