Since 2021, Orice has served as the Chief Operating Officer, the 
number two leadership position in the agency. She has assisted 
the Comptroller General in providing leadership and vision for 
GAO’s diverse, multidisciplinary workforce. Her day-to-day 
management efforts ensured that GAO met the Congress’s need 
for reliable, timely, and relevant information on government 
operations.
